My question concerns the Padoce Guarantee and | spoke to
the Town Solicitor about this and he's the one wdio answer the question for me, and
for the audience, for that matter. The Performa@aarantee does not state what a
guaranty is comprised of. It just says a guarastymally, in my discussions with my
neighbor's, we think in terms of an insurance polou're going to get a policy from
somebody guaranteeing performance; however, ifolen's complaint is filed and a
Judge rules in the Town's favor, the Judge reabsd't care if the guaranty, | believe, is
an insurance policy or cash. The Judge just waatsraput aside for performance and |
asked the Town Solicitor if he would comment ors thithink it would be educational
for me and for the Council, if Council is not awaxfehis, that what actually constitutes
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a Guaranty. Thank you.
Seth Thompson: And, just for the benefit of thelmlbve do often kind of think of a
Bond as the standard Performance Guarantee, blargeage and it depends on which
sub-division we're talking about, since some armdeuhe old sub-division ordinance;
but there is some breadth in that language, whe@erf@rmance Guarantee could
include escrowed cash, potentially; a Letter ofd@rét one point, | think, when
Chestnut Properties was here, we discussed posalihg back a mortgage. So it's not
just a Bond that could potentially satisfy the rieggment for a Performance Guarantee.
e Mo Elgindy, 307 Brick Lane: The issue I'm going#tk about now, | addressed on
August 4. I'm repeating it again, but this time | need asveer for each item and |
think you people, on the right hand side, not thzseple on the left hand side, you'll
have the answer. | don't care if you tell me wadlllanswer you in a month, two
months, but an answer has to be coming to me tvetgroup who listens to this. The
issues are we need the latest Master Plan, thatis number one. | don't know how
many times we asked for that and it seems to nteatibadeveloper gives his back to us
and he didn't deliver that. That's an importamgrand you are the only people who
could get that. It cannot be me to get the Masiam,o can we put a date on that of
actions? Can we say, okay, we're going to talkeéodeveloper to get us that? No.
Seth Thompson: Well there isn't a final approvedtdaPlan. There wasn't one that was
presented and there isn't one that's recordedeTiferhat they call the Charter for the
Community, but that isn't a Master Plan, at leasplirposes of Milton's Sub-Division
and Zoning Ordinances, so if you're asking if weeha copy of it, the answer is no.
Mo Elgindy: No, you don't have a copy, but | saghaeve get one?
Seth Thompson: Well, and again that... the Towrsdbereate the Master Plan.
Mo Elgindy: No, the developer does.
Seth Thompson: Right.
Mo Elgindy: Okay, so are you going to ask the depef to get us a Master Plan or not?
Seth Thompson: Again, normally the process is theekbper, when they need
something, files an application with the Town; $éhat... It's not the normal procedure
where the Town would be asking a developer to subamething. Normally the Town
serves the administrative and quasi-judicial fusrctivhen the developer submits it, the
Town then reviews it, Planning and Zoning and ttienCouncil and when it comes to
Master Plans, | believe your ordinance calls fdslguinput; but there isn't a mechanism
in your Ordinances that says if they don't submitithin X amount of time, then the
Town will force them to submit a Master Plan.
Mo Elgindy: So are you telling me | have to crdsattout of my list? Because it seems
to me like you're a good lawyer and anmneeg here, | know and when you
get Ato B, it's going to a certain line and that®ut it. | can't say the guy put all these
buildings, over 180 places there, built all thisthwothing? Who's fault is this?
Seth Thompson: | don't know if we need to get th&.. There's not much | can do with
what happened prior to my involvement, but | thirdcalso important to keep separate,
what the elements are. So your Master Plan isyregllited to your zoning, your Large
Parcel Development; that's where the Master Plamesadn; but there's also the sub-
division process and the site plan process...
Mo Elgindy: Okay, I'm sure you're going in the tiglrection, but let me ask you this;
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Planning and Zoning did not get a plan for whatevere doing here? Whatever is
being done?

Seth Thompson: | think they reviewed site plans thedsub-division plan, yes.

Mo Elgindy: So who has that?

Seth Thompson: I'm sure it's available at Town Hall

Mo Elgindy: So, do we have it, if it's at Town Hallm talking to the Mayor now, do we
have it?

Mayor Jones: Mr. Thompson said the site plan aadthp-division. He did not say the
Master Plan.

Mo Elgindy: Okay, do you have the site plans an@ heany units will be built in this?
Mayor Jones: If you will speak with Mrs. Rogerse said she will get that for you.

Mo Elgindy: Okay. Alright.

Mayor Jones: | have a question, if you don't mirelasking on your time; | want to ask
Mr. Thompson? If the Master Plan had been progedgrded, would Milton have a
copy?

Seth Thompson: Well, if the document's recordeeh itis at the Recorder of Deeds
office, so it's really... Milton certainly should¥e a copy; but if something's recorded,
when we use that term, it means it's been subntittéte Recorder of Deeds; it's a
public document at that point.

Mayor Jones: You can't double-team us.

Ed Kost: | just would like a copy of the Master ®Rldhere had to be a Master Plan
approved, because that set 538 dwelling units; sdrare there had to be a drawing that
showed that number to come to that; because youdmthe sub-division plan, without
that basis, somewhere there has to be that draiaye one that goes back, but | don't
think it's the right one.

Seth Thompson: Yeah and | had Mr. Davis, beforefiego through and actually this
was a few year's ago at this point; go throughsaedwhat we had in terms of the
Master Plan and there was what they titled a Pneting. | believe it was labeled a
Preliminary Master Plan. Now that's supposed tkiheé of this broader view; the
30,000 foot...

Mo Elgindy: | know what a Master Plan is. I'm argereer. What I'm trying to ask you
is the Master Plan being revised to what we hawve?no

Seth Thompson: Well, on some level, | think you sap when you drop below that
30,000 foot level and you're approving site plams sub-division plans, that don't
exactly mesh with that Master Plan, in effect, drgou revising the Master Plan?

Mo Elgindy: Okay. | respect your opinion. As an eregr, with something changed and
revised, there's no maybe. It has to be there o8dell me maybe we have it, maybe we
don't; no, you should have the Master Plan fromdiaeeloper. I'm telling you. I'm not
talking about from my... I'm a registered enginedhe State of New Jersey, okay; I'm
not talking from the back of my head. So you hdeeright to go to the developer and
ask him for a Revised Master Plan. You have thet tiggdo that and if you don't do that,
he's not going to give it to you, because thatisgyto cost him money.

Seth Thompson: Again, there is no mechanism.n't d@ anything about what
happened...

Mo Elgindy: You do whatever has to be done. I'nt jaling you this is one of the items
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which I'm going to hammer on from now on, untilylpit me in my grave. That's all
I'm going to tell you.

Seth Thompson: That's fine, my answer isn't goinghiange. There wasn't a Final
Approved Master Plan, so | can't turn back time enegte one. There isn't a mechanism
for...

Mo Elgindy: | don't want you to create one. | wgatl to ask the developer, does he
have a Final Master Plan. Please, | mean, if yout dio this through letters and a
timeline and what's been done, we're going to bedgain, like we are now.

Seth Thompson: And | understand... | tend not twl seletter, if I'm not able to then
back it up with some sort of recourse.

Mo Elgindy: Okay, what I'm saying is, just for eykody's knowledge and for me to
understand did you send a letter to the devel@sirhim to give you a Master Plan and
you're going to say | don't think there is onehiet tell you he doesn't have one;
because this guy's going to go to Court prettytshand hopefully we have some
documents to let us win in Court. If we don't anellet it fly like it's flying now, it's a
plane without a pilot.

Councilman Coté: Can | just ask a clarifying quastnd maybe it's more of Mr.
Thompson? We could ask the developer for an upddeeder Plan, but do we have any
authority to compel him to produce that?

Seth Thompson: And that's my point. We can askifaheéy say no, we're not going to
do that, | suppose that's the end of the inquith&t your ordinances didn't anticipate
this scenario where there wouldn't be a Master Btgomoved for your LPD. Now there
was an ordinance that was approved that set sothe plarameters in terms of number
of units; but it wasn't a map; it wasn't what yoouhd look at and say that's a Master
Plan for a community.

Councilman Coté: Sounds like that we can ask, wedan't force them to do it.

Seth Thompson: | think that's fair to say. Ther& isomething in your Code that | could
point to and say Developer, you knew if you didiotit within X amount of time, of a
request from the Town, you're then in trouble.

Mo Elgindy: Mr. Thompson, all | ask is one thingsj go to the developer and tell him |
would like to have a Revised Master Plan. Let'shignswer, so his answer will be in
front of the Court when we go to Court; that'sthét we need.

Seth Thompson: And... | mean, certainly the towm itake the request. | think we
know the answer, again, that there isn't a Madtar.P

Mo Elgindy: Don't predict. Just get something opgraWithout having something on
paper, you said it, he said it, | don't know. ORAf have a lot of potholes in Cannery
Village, so we want a complete schedule to competiioles, damaged sidewalks and
when the final paving is going to be done.

Seth Thompson: The process for any completion isetee developer, when they're
ready to turn over the improvements, they woulathe through the punch list process;
do whatever improvements were on that punch lidtarthat point, the town then
receives the streets, the sidewalks, the improvésnsa...

Mo Elgindy: Can we put a date on that? This has loeagging all summer now. Can we
put a date on that?

Seth Thompson: | understand and again we're battietscenario of your ordinances

don't call for a specific time period to finish timprovements. The developer and we're
talking about the old sub-division ordinance, nbut it wasn't okay, once you sell 75%
of your lots, you then need to do the top coatfirigere isn't anything like that here.

Mo Elgindy: No? So what you're telling me, | haveeground to stand on?

Seth Thompson: That's right. The old ordinance'tighovide some drop dead date for
them to finish the improvements.

Mo Elgindy: Okay, if | got a lawyer and he's goitaggive me a different opinion, would
you be willing to review it?

Seth Thompson: You can certainly get a second opjrthat's absolutely fine. | don't
represent you, so you might have a different resmtiman what the town has.

Mo Elgindy: No, I'm just asking you, are you wiljjto review what my lawyer says?
Seth Thompson: Of course. Yes.

Mo Elgindy: Okay. We asked for that before, thigtneem, we need the latest piping
layout for the propane gas line and associatedstdrtke tanks have just been put in,
somebody must have plans for that. Somebody hlagv® plans for this. Did he get a
permit? Who issues permits here? Did you get a pé&ene when he put about four or
five tanks there? Does anybody know?

Councilman Coté: Are you asking about the new tanks

Mo Elgindy: The new tanks.

Councilman Coté: | believe...

Mo Elgindy: No, no. | have enough belief. Let mk yeu something. One question,
when somebody does construction, somewhere, hi lygg a permit and he has to get
drawings. Did you issue a permit? Did you get drags? Or are we staying on the same
avenue that we've stayed on in the last 15 yedrs®drs, or whatever?

Kristy Rogers: A building permit has been issuad, e did not get as-built plans, until
the Certificate of Occupancy is issued; so it waudtl be issued to use the propane
tanks, until we have those plans.

Mo Elgindy: | passed a piece of paper to the Magnce; when somebody does
construction, first you provide the drawings; tlyeu get approval from the Town to go
ahead and do construction; and after he doesythathave to get what | call “as-built”
drawing, because nobody builds exactly as whatie/shn a drawing. | gave her that
paper a long time ago. Then after that, somebodydwian inspection whether or not
the tanks have been put in according to the drasviHgs that been done here, or is that
the process from another planet?

Kristy Rogers: To my knowledge, no “as-built” plamsve been received yet.

Mayor Jones: Mr. Elgindy, that piece of paper thagked for, from you, that was turned
over to our former Project Coordinator, Mr. DawAs. you know, he is now gone. |
cannot even say that that copy exists in his papégwhough | believe | can produce
my copy. There were a lot of great ideas on thaésbf paper, kind of an Ato Z punch
list, however, you were also asking for materialttivas not and cannot be applied
against, if | say it incorrectly, the sub-divisiplans, the piping and the utilities have not
been required under those ordinances in the Toviuiladn prior.

Mo Elgindy: When you say utilities, is that incladielectrical wiring system for the
whole community, or wiring for telephone and snvaling?

Mayor Jones: I'm afraid that unless Mrs. Rogersazewer that, | don't want to answer
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a Code Enforcement question like that, or a prajeesstion like that; but you're very
good and very valid ideas were turned over to ittt department.

Mo Elgindy: But the guy retired though? Left, whate? So my paper is sitting
somewhere.

Mayor Jones: It doesn't mean they cannot be loakegain, but right now, a lot of the
issues that you brought up, are simply... we havieverage under the applicable rules
right now in your community and it is a terriblesaver to give you; it's frustrating to
give you.

Mo Elgindy: But what I'm asking for, you have whet call National Code; State Code,;
and Town Code. If you're going to have the Town &gau should have the State
Code.

Mayor Jones: Correct.

Mo Elgindy: And that's a standard for everywhefave build everything in the United
States, the way we built in Cannery Village, we idoit never have a high rise building,
standing. This is bad. This is really bad. It'©ame. I'm witnessing this and I'm really
getting a headache and agitated every day. I'verrs®en any inspector look at these
tanks when they put them about 10-15' from wheresamg and my grandsons were.
Nobody looked at that. Now you're telling me thare problems.

Councilman Coté: Excuse me, but that was approygtidTown Planning and Zoning
Commission. In terms of your “as-built” plans, dauy..

Mo Elgindy: Okay. No, no, was any inspection dorreewthey put them in?
Councilman Coté: That | couldn't tell you.

Mo Elgindy: That's part of the process.

Councilman Coté: | couldn't tell you that. “As-kuiplans, | don't know if you get
partially built plans, because | don't believe tlbeuld be finished yet; because | don't
believe they've made the... done the work...

Mo Elgindy: The tanks are finished and have beatedwand they're ready...
Councilman Coté: They're being buried, they're pogtconnected to anything.

Mo Elgindy: It doesn't matter.

Councilman Coté: To be connected, would mean itfiméshed.

Mo Elgindy: Wait a minute. A lot of stuff has to dene to the tank before you bury
them underground. So has that been done? | damk.Rfou, actually, said Poore's
doing it and if it gets blown up, we're going tedRioore's? Good luck. Because we
could get sued as a town, if anything happenetldset tanks.

Councilman Coté: Well, it was approved.

Jeff Dailey: Were they properly inspected?

Mayor Jones: That was going to be my question fog.Rogers. In your time in the
Town of Milton, have you known of... | know we seowt inspector's when buildings
and things are finished. Have you known of anytigfl to be inspected, or any process
that Milton uses for that?

Kristy Rogers: Not for propane tanks. We certailmye the water lines inspected, sewer
lines inspected; I'd have to look back in the tdesee if First State has done any of the
inspections for the propane tanks yet.

Seth Thompson: So just for a little bit more backgrd, Planning and Zoning approves
the site plan for public utilities, but that's gamate issue in terms of who then is there to
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inspect as it's being installed; and the Town faakitis employee's do some of the
inspections, but then for inspections involvinglthmgs, typically it's been First State, a
contractor, to handle those inspections. So thestopreis whether a utility fell under the
Town employee's inspecting, or First States' inspgc

Mo Elgindy: Well let me let you know about electiénspection in Cannery Village.
When somebody wants to put service in Cannery@#éllahey go to Dover, apply for a
permit; and they issue a permit; and somebody fBmver comes over and checked that
the installation is correct. Unfortunately, it'stimmne for the piping system, for
underground piping; because I'm not sure, maybéae, but there's supposed to be a
Certificate issued from the inspector, telling thewerything's been done according to
Code, according to the drawings; because you dam& anything to stand on. Now we
have two things in here we want to correct the miateks and | spoke to Greg and I'm
going to have a meeting with him, because we niaynot sure, exactly, | have to look
at the piping drawings and everything, we may hddeave money by just adding to
the pumping service we have for Cannery Village thedrest of the communities. We
will look at that. That's one item | have that ¥bdo answer that, after | meet with Greg.
Now, during a past meeting, Chestnut Properties,geople were standing in my place
here, if that ground had a tongue, it would say they stood here and they say we will
pave all the Lanes in Cannery Village. Now, Mr. _____ later said, | don't agree on
that. Now, we don't have meeting minutes for timat basked for meeting minutes for
that. The lady that does the meeting minutes, sigesick, but you have a recorder and
you record every minutes...

Mayor Jones: They were actually reviewed and apatdy the Council at our last
meeting and the date of those minutes is Apriltie

Mo Elgindy: Okay, so | could look at that on youebsite, right?

Mayor Jones: Yes.

Mo Elgindy: Most of our issues are related to mmoaunication between the developer
and the Town of Milton and we, the resident's, bez#he victims of such behavior. We
really became the victims of such behavior. Nowkeep having a question mark, every
time we ask a question. I'm not saying that itsitated, but I'm just saying this is not
the right answer. We need an answer. I've beemglivi the United States for 43 years; |
moved to three states. | never attended any mewithghem. This is the first time.

That means we're not running things right. The @ayWillage community contributed
taxes to Milton of approximately $125,000 a yeaeavwhile, the benefit we gain from
such contribution is minimal and you and | knowtthitaking a developer to Court is
the answer, please do so and don't delay, bechwsepay that much money and you
want only $18,000 to take him to Court, go take tonCourt. Because that guy's not
moving. He's moving at his own pace. He doesn'etawdrive through the potholes and
through all this mess and we get mosquitoes beazeethat stupid water laying
everywhere. He's not going to do it. Take him tau@orhis is the end of freedom; let's
go to Court and get that guy to straighten outlsts Now for all these items, we'll need
a progress report during the monthly meetings lbmva issues, to understand when our
misery will end. So, thank you.

Mayor Jones: Thank you Mr. Elgindy.

Kristy Rogers: | also want to make a quick notdidlemail members of Chestnut
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Properties to come to Town Hall for a meeting dred/thave yet to respond to my email,
three weeks ago.

Councilman Coté: Just really quickly, I'll takedhtipportunity. Chestnut Properties was
not... | spoke with them and they were not forthoawrabout when; their indication was
that they're still working on it; on getting togetftthe things they need to get together,
whether it be the contractor and who's going tevtlat, when; they're working on it and
I'd say they sounded positive, but there's alwaysestion mark attached to that,
because it's been what, 8 or 9 years that the eradbhe way they are.

Mayor Jones: Mike, are you finished, because we liai¢ on the agenda for this
evening?

Councilman Coté: Yes.

e Alex Donnan, 103 Pond Drive: On behalf of the EcoimDevelopment Committee, |
want to bring you up-to-date on our sign projedtjcl has been going on for quite
awhile. The signs are in. They were installed eestk, eleven signs are in. Now, that
was Round One. Round Two is to go back and tryetdlge signs that they denied; for
various DelDOT reasons and that will be our nexreise, trying to get some additional
signs. In addition, the law has changed again erdige Welcome signs; the big 8' X 4
Welcome to Historic Milton; Welcome to Whoever. Theere outlawed for several
years. The law was changed again in July; theyve allowed again, so I'm going to
order them as soon as | get the rules; I'm in tauth the rule maker; the rules aren't
out yet on what they have to be made of; they hae a breakaway type sign, for
purposes of safety, so it looks like we can getwgpte of those and try to get them in
strategic locations; so progress. Just wantedttexggybody up-to-date. It's nice to have
something done.

Mayor Jones: Thank you, Alex.

e Barry Goodinson, Chair of Planning and Zoning Cossiain: | want to speak to the
proposal that's been set forth to change the Tdaumnihg and Zoning Ordinance that
requires the Council to send changes to the ordmémthe Planning and Zoning
Commission before our recommendation. Right nowJalv says that the Council
“shall” send changes over to Planning and Zonimgniing and Zoning then has an
opportunity to have public hearings, have a corat@s about it and then consider the
changes to the zoning ordinance and then makeoaraendation back to the Council.
The current law currently says that if the Planramg Zoning Commission rejects the
changes, that the Council would like to make, ttenCouncil can override the
Planning and Zoning Commission by a four-fifths ondy vote. Back last year, the
Council sent a proposal to Planning and Zoningrasto change the “shall” to they
“may” send the changes to Planning and Zoning Casion, so if they feel like it they
can; if they don't feel like it, they don't have liocame to Planning and Zoning. We
wrote a letter back to the Town Council, unanimgusjecting that attempt. The
Council then voted and they voted to not changéghall” to “may”; because they did
not have a four-fitths majority and it did not paskey've since reintroduced the motion
to change “shall” to “may” again, and they also wanchange the four-fitths majority
to a simple majority and this came to Planning Aading. We discussed it and we
wrote a letter, it's in the packet and we unanimporejected this change, both the
change to the “shall” to “may” and the change ®naple majority from the four-fifths.
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I'd like to read some of the reasons why, becatsak it's important. | don't know if
everyone's had an opportunity, but | think it'spienportant that we put this out in the
public sphere. | won't read the whole thing, duté¢'ad a few of the salient points.

1. This action flies in the face of our Town's fouridelesire to establish a system
of checks and balances, that is essential to ptdehdemocratic governance.

2. This action reduces government transparency angbcheess, by truncating
decision making processes and eliminating oppdrasior public engagement
and comment.

3. This action, which is purported to create a morgrmss-friendly environment,
creates an environment of uncertainty for perspediusinesses and investors
and therefore, in fact, creates an environmentishattagonistic toward new
business development.

4. And this is important, | think to the conversatitiat we just heard. This action
does nothing to address what we believe are th@bsgacles to business
development here in Milton. In speaking to existamgl perspective property
owners, we are told that the confusion and obstaatie often presented by town
staff, who provide inconsistent, contradictory @hdnging information. If the
Council's true intention is to create a more bussAieendly environment, we
believe this can be more effectively accomplishedugh more judicious hiring,
training and supervision of Code related personites. framer's of our town's
Planning and Zoning ordinance understood that la béy must be established to
overturn the recommendation of the Planning andrgp@ommission, in whom
specific responsibilities are invested and in whgarticular expertise and
specific knowledge is maintained. A four-fifth majg vote was established to
maintain this high standard and to minimize theettggment of factions that
could overturn these informed recommendations.

Barry Goodinson: These are just a few of the byltents and | ask that you pick up
the packet, or go to the town website. The conetukiere, | just want to read to

you. The Council's move to marginalize the Planindg Zoning Commission
comes at a particularly troubling time. Through @@mmission's Comprehensive
Planning process, we are amassing vast amountgafrda deep and clear sense of
the communities needs and desires. This informat@hexpertise should be

utilized and embraced. Instead the Town Counciinset® be trying to create an
intentional and permanent way to ignore the expeif the Planning and Zoning
Commission and the express desires of the commuMéyrge the Council to

honor the wise intentions of the framer's of owvris ordinances and more closely
partner with and more intentionally utilize the exjse of the Planning and Zoning
Commission. The changes that the Town Council gep®o Town Code Section
220-99, 1) eliminating the requirement that zorchgnges be referred to Town
Planning and Town Council by the Planning and Zgr@ommission for review and
recommendation, making that referral instead afréisonary and, 2) changing the
current four-fifths majority to overturn the Commien's recommendation to a
simple majority, fly in the face of the town's faler's desire to establish a system of

checks and balances, that is essential to prudelhd@mocratic governance. We
unanimously and vigorously oppose both changethforeasons stated above. So |
think it's important that we all be part of thimeersation, so that is speaking on
behalf of Planning and Zoning. Now | want to reset clock and | want to speak on
my own behalf and what I'm going to say now hasimgtto do with... I've not been
authorized by Planning and Zoning.

Councilman West: I'm a poor old farm boy and | knmow this stuff works, when it comes
to grass and stuff.

Councilman West: About 10”. It depends on the grass

Mayor Jones: And it depends on whether it's beetdgust be neglected or whether it's
been left to go to seed. There's a huge difference.

Councilman West: Yeah, but the way this is writi@spmebody wanted to do that, they
can't do it.

Councilman West: I've seen it all different timddle year; from the spring, all the way
through the summer and into the fall. I've seenyibu know.

Mayor Jones: | believe that 10” on the recommendatif the Code Enforcement Officer,
what they're saying is, by 10" it's already ouhahd and...

Councilman West: Well then you need to specify thatere.

Mayor Jones: | honestly don't know how you're gdmgharge the Code Enforcer to make
contact with a vacant lot owner, to try to discern.

Councilman West: He's got to try to use a littlencaon sense.

Mayor Jones: To try to discern on whether or nat'smegligence or if they're letting it go
to seed. It's a problem. Mr. Goodinson would lietld something here.

Barry Goodinson: It seems to me that you mentighatlyou're a farm guy and | think that
letting the grass go to seed, in a farming commyumbkes perfect sense. But in a town
where...

Councilman West: It does in town, too.

Barry Goodinson: Well in a town when you're livimgclose proximity to one another;
where people are looking at people's... and theraesisue, too, is when the grass is tall
enough to go into seed, the weeds are also taliginto be going into seed, which creates a
nuisance for the neighbor's and when people airgglim close proximity to one another,
the weed seeds that are in one person's yard srg tgpoblow into another person's yard. So
| think it is a legitimate concern.

Mayor Jones: Thank you.

Seth Thompson: That language currently existserGade as | read it, you can cite
somebody for violating this Chapter, but that igotir only recourse.

Seth Thompson: I think, based on that, even vagmjnst something, should really be after
the public hearing.

Barry Goodinson: Because some of the comments yamlerand of course, | can't recall
them right now, were absolutely wrong.

Councilman Coté: | don't believe... Go ahead, Seth.

Now your town has a Clean Hands Ordinaswéd somebody's not in compliance
with their obligations to the Town, the way thatlimance works, those applications aren't
supposed to be accepted; but once it's acceptahtgioint, somebody like the Planning
and Zoning Commission, where they are serving amradtrative/quasi-judicial function,
can't say well this application is in front of madat meets the requirements, but because
you did something else, somewhere else, we're goidgny this application. That was the
position they were in and in terms of enforcemins, a quasi-judicial administrative body,
where it says have they gone through and met thegreaments? Now it's then up to town
staff to make sure that there's follow-throughat point. So the Planning and Zoning
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Commissioner's shouldn't be driving around andiloplat these things. That's really what...
