J. Vessels – I think you all have the paper work and looked at and you know the 

house.  

J. Brown – We have made numerous alterations and additions; always keeping in the 

spirit and style of the original house and the original materials; as you know from 

previous jobs that we have done here. I call your attention to the large prevenient 

drawing of the addition as it should roughly appear with the progression over the left 

and right sides of the kitchen; which will not change the ground floor footprint. It 

would go from looking roughly like this; to roughly like that. For the record; I’m 

looking at a couple of two scale illustrations; that were done before and after. This is 

the view from Manship and side schematics of the kitchen as it exists now off of the 

silhouette of the house; and as it would be with the dormer addition.  

G. Foehner – Am I looking at this right, Jamie? Is the addition site slightly wider than 

the..? 

J. Brown – Yes. 

G. Foehner – Oh, ok. 

J. Vessels – An overhang on each side.  

J. Brown – Eight or nine inches on each side.  

J. Vessels– Like some of the old Garrison style houses up in New England. 

J. Brown – I am more than happy to answer any questions for anybody.  

B. Burns – What is that second story space going to be used for? I’m just curious. 

J. Brown – Currently my wife has her computer in the only guest bedroom now that 

we have Trevor living there now. Well; now she would like it moved out of the guest 

room and into a space dedicated to that use alone.  

J. Vessels – You want an office up there? 

J. Brown – Yes. 

A. Kratz – I knew what that was going to be used for; Jim; I had a suspicion.  

J. Vessels – I would have bet on a bathroom, myself.  

J. Brown – The person who is going to do the work is; Mike Kelly. He is a wonderful 

contractor; he has done all this for us in the past; and done a number of jobs in 

Milton. As I’ve been before you many times; and you guys apparently all seem to like 

what he does. Mike; himself will do it if you have questions for him. 

M. Filicko – Well; Jamie; the former additions that you put on your house; I can’t 

even tell that there have been additions that have been placed on the house.  

J. Brown – I have to say that we had just finished; Mike had just finished building the 

addition and we had gotten it painted in colors to match the rest of the house and trim. 

On three separate occasions we had neighbors stop by and said; “I thought you were 

going to put an addition on the house”?  

A. Kratz – So he did a good job.  

B. Burns – What is the time frame for completion?  

M. Kelly – A month and a half to (inaudible) 10-12 weeks 

J. Vessels – Assuming normal weather. 

B. Burns – It has no bearing on this; it’s just another curiosity. I make a motion that 

we approve the request.
