Paul Camenisch:  To the natural progression of owing a house for 38 years, it went from 
screen to nothing to bamboo curtains to free windows from an old school in Georgetown 
that can not be opened anymore, so we have decided to put the porch to better use and 
replace those windows that do not work and put windows in that do.  They are casement 
windows, basic white vinyl and a new door to replace the old storm door.
