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Month of the Water Emergency
This July will be remembered as the “Month of the Water Emergency”. Voluntary compliance with
water restrictions had a dramatic effect on consumption. Use dropped from approximately 500,000
gallons per day to about 335,000 gallons per day during the water use restriction period. While lawns
may have endured a few days of thirst, domestic consumption and the ability to put out fires was
preserved.

The leak in the water tower was repaired. And, after the filling and testing protocol of the State Health
Department (DHSS) was fulfilled, life returned to normal.

More Water Department News
The foundation of the tower at Shipbuilders Village is being tested. The cracking and peeling around
the base resembled aged stucco over a typical house foundation. This warranted a closer look and
qualified specialists are studying the situation, now. As with the stucco finish around a block
foundation, it may only be “cosmetic”. But we’re paying close attention to your water supply
infrastructure.
