Milton employees show support for Breast Cancer Awareness Month

Project Coordinator:

The Project Coordinator position was posted in July and during the
advertisement period 18 applications were received. I rveviewed each
application for experience and qualifications of the position. Also, both the
Town Engineer and Town Solicitor reviewed the applications, since both
firms divectly assist the Project Coordinator. I chose five applicants to be
interviewed. Without sharing my interview applicant list, the Town
Engineer selected their top two applicants; the Town Solicitor selected his top
five applicants for interviews. Of the five applicants chosen for interviews,
all of us had the same top two for interviews, of which one declined the
interview at the time of scheduling. The remaining four applicants were
interviewed by the Town Solicitor and me. At the conclusion of the
interviews, the Town Solicitor and I independently ranked each applicant.
The outcome was the same. I'd like to welcome Mr. John Collier to the Town



of Milton staff, as the new Project Coovdinator. He will begin full time
employment on October 27, 2014. As you know, John was a prior
Councilmember; however, he resigned from his seat in order to avoid any
potential conflict of interest stemming from his role as Councilmember and as
applicant. John brings knowledge of Milton Charter and Code, working
knowledge of Delaware standards and specifications of highway
construction, experience with construction plans and subdivision
infrastructure design, knowledge of boundary law, experience with reading
and interpreting deeds and plats, extensive management experience,
_professional communication skills, among many other technical skills.
