5. A “Town Hall Style” meeting with public and Council participation 
Mayor Jones: Welcome to anybody who took Saturday out of their schedule to join us, to I am 
positive not the first Town Hall Meeting ever held in the Town of Milton, but in recent history 
of the first I am aware of. I want to go over a couple of points about today's discussion. I did 
receive a call from Mr. Thompson before the meeting to say that the meeting was noticed, only 
as of Monday, on the website. We do apologize that the notice was not given in more time, 
however, he did indicate that it had been noticed in the papers sufficiently and that I make 
notation that there will be no motions, no votes taken at this meeting, except to adjourn the 
meeting at all. It is a conversation. Mr. Thompson did not feel the need to reschedule the 
meeting. That's first. We will have a three minute limit to talking. If you're not finished in that 
time, give others a chance to speak and then you can come back up to the microphone after that. 
I ask that we all be respectful in our comments to others and the Council may engage with the 
speakers in reference to either further questions for clarification or comments. Does Council 
have anything to add. Well we have until 3:30 today. Maybe some more folks will come and 
join us. The idea is to go to the microphone and identify yourself, giving your name and address 
and we'll start with that; just courteously take turns. 

 

• Richard Miller, Grist Mill Drive: I appreciate this open forum. This is really much 
needed and I think that the next few will be even more publicized and attended. I have 
two questions, but I'm going to separate them and just give my first one and then get 
back in line. Several months ago I had mentioned to Council about Ordinance and 
everybody wants a win/win situation, or outcome, when you have an Ordinance and 
with Milton we always have properties that are being bought and sold; inspections that 
are being done and other facets of selling property and in my experience and other 
people in this room, I've been in boroughs, especially in Pennsylvania, where if property 
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cannot be sold until a pre-established criteria checklist is performed by the town and that 
insured in this particular urban suburb that when a property transferred hands, the 
sidewalks were repaired, the steps to the home were repaired, the roof was in good 
shape, the chimney worked, and a couple of other critical issues. I would encourage the 
Town Council to consider that type of progressive ordinance that would solve a myriad 
of problems that we face. As I said in my opening, properties will always be bought and 
sold, so there's always a reason to do this. Ordinances always have to be maintained, so 
there's a lot of leverage that the town could perform by having a criteria document so 
that the property cannot transfer hands; there would be no Certificate of Occupancy 
issued, unless this checklist was performed and up to Town standards. Thank you. 

• Marie Mayor: I want to say thank you for doing this. It's more than just an act of 
opportunity. I think it's a great way to engage us all and I want to thank you every single 
council member and Mayor for supporting the Farmer's Market, which is so important to 
so many small farmers in our area. I saw everyone except you, Kristen, yesterday and I 
know that's picky; but I've seen you lots of times there. I know this Council supports the 
Farmer's Market and my own business would never be able to do what it's doing, 
without having this venue. You bring lots of people out to my farm and I came to say 
thank you. 
Mayor Jones: Marie, I mentioned to someone just last evening; it was hard to believe 
this is the third season for our Farmer's Market here in Milton and how fortunate we are 
to Mr. Lester to have formulated and the organizers and the boards to do what they do.  
Thank you. 

• Richard Miller, Grist Mill Drive: Madame Mayor, Council and residents. This is like a 
free shot at the piñata. This is really great. The second item I'd like to at least put in front 
of your table for consideration; there was discussion several months ago about the 
growing nature of our Town and I'm talking specifically about LPD's. Because of the 
nature of LPD's, there's going to be a time when our Town Government is represented 
by a lot of people who may happen to live in the same LPD. There's been occasions 
twice that I can recall where LPD participants were in one case, recused from voting on 
a committee that they served and on another occasion, through a different Solicitor, they 
were allowed to participate. I'm anticipating that at some point in the future, this present 
Council is going to run into the same problem and I don't have to name communities, 
but if through the electorates choice one LPD is represented on Council, it will be free 
reign for a developer to come in, because there would be nothing Council could do to 
stop that developer; they couldn't vote on a Resolution up or down. My point to the 
Council is, because the Solicitor works at your discretion, I'd ask you to revisit the ethics 
considerations and outline recusal guidelines, so that when a critical issue comes up, 
we're not trying to scramble for an answer in the middle of the issue. It's something we 
can anticipate, because in my mind I know of at least three LPD's in Milton and there 
potentially could be more. Thank you. 
Mayor Jones: Mr. Miller, I did want you to know that this was an issue that was brought 
up the first time the Council held a workshop together, so it is out on Mr. Thompson's 
plate and I will follow up and make sure that we get a definitive answer for you. 
Richard Miller: Tag, you're it. Thank you, Madame Mayor. 

• Lynn Ekelund: 406 Union Street: I have a question to put to the Mayor regarding the Ad 
Hoc Police Advisory Committee. This was formed the first day you presided over a 
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Town Council meeting, approximately six weeks ago and as yet a meeting has not been 
called. I was wondering if you had any idea when a meeting might be called; my second 
question is when you formed the Committee, you named Jack Bushey as Chairman. It's 
my understanding that Mr. Bushey has resigned as Chairman. Is this a reason why 
they're not scheduling a meeting, or a meeting is not scheduled? Because my suggestion 
would be that perhaps the remaining members of the Ad Hoc Advisory Committee 
convene a meeting and decide upon a chairman amongst themselves. 
Mayor Jones: Okay, let me answer when a meeting might be called. Yes, you are correct. 
Mr. Bushey resigned on the 21st of April. He also brought to my attention some legal 
issues that he was concerned with; serving on, particularly, that Board. I do have a 
meeting scheduled with our Town Solicitor to bring his question and a few others 
forward to Mr. Thompson for consideration and a decision. I did want to make sure that 
anyone who served on this particular board, which could evolve into Human Resource 
issues, be covered and protected. As far as where the committee is going right now; I 
can tell you that I have met with at least one other member that I am attempting to court 
for your committee. 
Lynn Ekelund: A member you are attempting to court or a potential member? 
Mayor Jones: A potential member. Excuse me. And a couple of others that I have phone 
calls out to, but have not had anything come back yet. 
Lynn Ekelund: So at this point, what you're saying is, you're going to wait number one 
until you talk to Mr. Thompson about the liability of the member of an Ad Hoc Advisory 
Committee? 
Mayor Jones: Particularly the Police one. Yes. 
Lynn Ekelund: Particularly the Police, but I would say first, I don't know of any legal 
liability of the member of any Ad Hoc Advisory Committee to a municipality for 
recommendations that they might make to a Town Council; because it's the Town 
Council that acts on those recommendations and not the Committee member; just my 
piece of the puzzle. 
Mayor Jones: And I would like to say, I couldn't agree with you more; however, since it 
was posed to me, I felt obliged to get an answer from an attorney. 
Lynn Ekelund: I understand and it's been three weeks since that question was posed to 
you and the meeting with Mr. Thompson is pending? 
Mayor Jones: Yes. 
Lynn Ekelund: Okay. And rather than schedule a meeting with the remaining members 
of the Police Committee, you prefer to go out and engage others to participate? 
Mayor Jones: I would prefer... Well yes, because in the meantime, I would like to have 
more than three persons on your committee; four with the Chief. The other is in starting 
your committee, ideally I would like to start it with all members present from the very 
beginning. That is my concern on calling the meeting, when these people have agreed to 
serve, besides the three originals; these contacts that I'm making. I would rather all of 
you get the same message at the same time at the same meeting. It is the only reason it's 
been postponed. 
Lynn Ekelund: And do you have any idea... It's been six weeks; another six. 
Mayor Jones: It will be my hope that this Committee will be called to convene in early 
June. 
Lynn Ekelund: Thank you. 
Mayor Jones: Thank you. 
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• James Welu, 30263 East Mill Run: Thank you first of all for having this meeting. My 
thoughts go to making your Council Meetings much more effective and productive. 
Since you only meet once a month in general, I'm going to make a couple of suggestions 
based on my experience years ago when I actually was paid to work. I was a staff person 
for the Housing Authority for Montgomery County, Maryland and we had a Commission 
like yourself, except they were appointed; that we met with once every two weeks; once 
a month. We prepared the agenda and presented material to them. Often before the 
meetings, they got the agenda on a Saturday morning; I forget when the meeting was, 
maybe Wednesday. One or more of the Commissioners would call me or other staff 
people and ask questions of stuff we had proposed on the agenda and I just want to use 
one example. I don't know how many meetings I've been at where a question comes up 
about Mike Trotta's report on Code Enforcement and you have questions about what 
does this mean, what does this mean, what's going on; has it been accomplished, etc. It 
seems to me questions like that should be put to the staff and I don't think there's 
anything irregular about that, I hope; either directly or through our Town Administrator, 
Win Abbott. I don't want to answers given back to you that the town never hears about 
them, but they ought to be prepared to give you an answer to those questions and I think 
it would make for a much more effective meeting. There would be less items up in the 
air and we're waiting for another month to hear. One other impression I had and it may 
be purely my impression, but at the last Council Meeting, in observing Council 
Members and I'm going to use one example, with the discussion on the six-month 
budget review, I had the impression people were reading the document for the first time; 
didn't have their questions formulated; no one seemed ready to even vote on it or discuss 
it in great detail. I think the only one, Councilman Cote, was ready to vote, because I 
think he had reviewed it pretty carefully, but it seems to me that if you're getting that 
information four days in advance, or a week in advance, your questions ought to be 
pretty well formulated; that the question is going to be put out there and if some of the 
questions have to be put to the staff, prior to the meeting to be answered at the meeting, I 
think all the more powerful for an effective meeting; but I certainly would hope that all 
the Council Members come prepared having read all the material that they'd been given 
in advance. You at least have Saturday and Sunday to review it, if not a few evenings 
during the week. I'll reserve future time for a few more comments. Thank you. 
Vice Mayor Booros: I would like to comment on that one. My package was this thick, 
this week and I looked at every word of it and every number in it; not only by myself; 
but then I looked at it over the phone with Mayor Jones, when I had questions about this 
number and that number and I would think that the majority of us... we don't get it seven 
days in advance. I'll tell you that right now; but when we do get it, we go over it. We 
may not have time to get in touch with the person whose report it is to find out exactly 
what that is, but I sure as heck highlight every number, every word. 

• Judy Shandler, 202 Grist Mill Drive:  Comment. It's not about what you just said. It's a 
new topic. I believe the town has not reached a decision yet on buying property in 
Shipbuilder's. Is that a correct statement? 
Mayor Jones: That is a correct statement. 
Judy Shandler: Okay, then I will make the comment about that. Reading in the papers, it 
looked to me like we were... In reading the newspapers, I understand that it looked like 
the purchase price was in the $200,000's if that's accurate; and I think I do not live in 
Shipbuilder's, nor do I live in the historic section, so I'm neutral on the statement that I'm 
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going to make. I believe, if the town has $200,000+ to spend and I'm not against 
spending money, because you spend money to make the town better, but I would 
propose that that money would go towards fixing the sidewalks. I feel like that serves a 
greater good to a greater number of people. That's just my opinion. I don't have all the 
ramifications, but it seems to me that some of the sidewalks were completed with grants 
that were procured a couple of years ago and people that are now on the other side of the 
street and you're looking at digging into their pockets; and I understand that. I lived in 
Columbia, Maryland and a tree uprooted my sidewalks. That came out of my pocket to 
fix it. I have no problem with that. Having said that, some people here are distressed on 
finances and I do know, from first hand information it's a pricey little tag to pick up, so if 
the town has $200,000+ to spend to better our facilities, it is my proposal that that 
money would go into helping with the cost, defraying the cost of fixing our sidewalks, 
offering lost cost loans; something to help homeowner's get those sidewalks replaced 
and to clean up the appearance of this town and make it a safer... I went on the Milton 
Historical Society's walking tour this morning and there's plenty of advisories out there; 
be careful, be careful, we're not going to go on this side of the street. Why? Let's get our 
sidewalks fixed up. My opinion. 
Mayor Jones: Before you disappear though, Judy, Councilman Collier, I have my back 
to him. I apologize, whether or not he wanted to address anything on sidewalks. 
Councilman Collier: I was going to make some response to that. First, I don't know that 
the Town has $200,000 to buy property or repair sidewalks. I can tell you this, that I'm 
diligently working to see how we may fund sidewalk repairs. We have one obstacle that 
stands in our way in the town and that is not only in our ordinances, but charters, 
sidewalks are the responsibility of the property owner and I have to agree with you there 
are some people through grants and other means that have gotten their sidewalks 
replaced and their neighbor didn't and they're wondering why do I have to reach in my 
pocket. So the best thing I know, at this point, is we have to determine who's going to 
pay for it and once that happens, then we will determine how we address it. I have some 
ideas, but I'm not going to bring them up at this time, because this isn't the proper time. 
Essentially, you're asking for it as a community, so why don't we pay for this as a 
community. So what that means is whether you've got a sidewalk that needs repair or 
not, is you may have to reach into your pocket to pay a little bit to help your neighbor 
and the guy on the next block and so on and so forth. The difficult part is just figuring 
out how to create that program and how to administer it and make it happen and I don't 
think it will be popular, because it probably smacks of something like a tax increase or 
something like that. First of all, the community has to buy into it that it's for the greater 
good of all. 
Judy Shandler: Yes and I believe the greater good... I applaud what you're saying. I think 
the point I'm trying to make is, if we're making a list of priorities, frankly I say the Town 
coming up with money for sidewalks, trumps buying a building and then having a 
meeting to decide how you're going to use the building. 
Vice Mayor Booros: Well how about if I speak to that one now? The bank approached us 
when they took the property back for approximately a starting point of $200,000 to start 
negotiations for that land; that seven building lot sitting there with the parking lot and 
the municipal building, or the club house or whatever it is. That would have amounted at 
3.5% interest over 30 years, to about $1,100 a month and we were talking about how to 
offset that $1,100 a month; the Town didn't have the $200,000. They wanted no money 
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down. They would make all the repairs to the buildings and wrap it into one package and 
finance it for 30 years at a good interest rate. Nobody's offered to do that with your 
sidewalks. If somebody steps up to the plate and says I'll make you a loan for 30 years 
and fix all the sidewalks in town, maybe we'll have a... you're apples and oranges at this 
point. For those of us who don't have children and for those of us who don't have a park 
on that side of town and for a community that doesn't have after school programs for the 
children; whereas every other town and municipality around us has those after school 
programs for the children; it was something to consider. I think it's still being 
considered; that doesn't mean it's going to happen, but it's still being considered. 
Judy Shandler: Right. I didn't really know what the status was at this time. 
Vice Mayor Booros: Well I didn't know what the status was either, because all of a 
sudden a sign appeared, so I assumed the prior administration may have said, we're not 
interested and the sign went up. That land could be sold for all I know. I have no idea. 
That was the only thing. It had nothing to do with anything being more important than 
anything else; the opportunity arose; do you want seven more houses sitting right there 
on that corner? Also part of that was to offer it to Habitat for Humanity so that those 
seven lots... convince the bank to give it to Habitat for Humanity to build seven houses. 
My theory was if you're going to convince the bank to give the land to anybody, give it 
to the Town of Milton first. Let's get our priorities before we donate the seven lots to 
Habitat for Humanity. Maybe Milton could have taken it and used the clubhouse and the 
parking lot and we could have donated four of the lots to have it something... But that's 
the building part of it. That's why it's still an issue; but it may be a dead issue. 
Mayor Jones: I'd like to speak to the disposition just for a moment, if I may. When 
Council met in it's second workshop on the 22nd of April, there were others who had 
asked that if we were going to use that money that we use it for infrastructure and repair 
issues that already exist in the town, instead of extending us into something new and still 
with the thought that Council was going to consider the property. I know Councilman 
West and I'm not sure if Vice Mayor Booros was one of them; I know Councilman West 
was, when he talked about doing something to the actual clubhouse, I charged him with 
coming back with a plan for that. It's not just enough to drop that at the feet of Mr. 
Abbott, or those people who then have to pick up the ball on a good idea. Councilman 
West if he made a presentation to Council, then Council can decide on that, but without 
the legwork, without the presentation on how to fix the building; how to keep the 
building rented, as a matter of income; I say we don't have a plan and it is very difficult 
to invest in something if you do not have a plan ahead of you. So that's the disposition 
on that piece of property right now, but know this Council has never been charged with 
making a vote, yea or nay, and I do see where that is a necessary thing to do. 
Judy Shandler: Thanks a lot for your time. 

• Jack Bushey, Behringer Avenue, in the old section of time, the Conwell Development 
which was started back in the late 30's: Mrs. Shandler are you making reference to the 
sidewalks along Chestnut Street? 
Judy Shandler: In particular. 
Jack Bushey: Let me address something about that for you. When I was Mayor I 
attempted to do something about that. I went to try to acquire some money and John 
(Councilman Collier) I will share with you what that process was and what I did. I was 
shot between the eyes with a double-barrel shotgun by a member who was on the 
Council at the time. I won't mention any names, but it was deplorable situation, however 
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there were letters sent out and I personally hand-delivered the letters to try to get the 
money to fix those. It's a shame that this goes on and on. I had a discussion with the 
Mayor the other night about how I think the Town looks unkempt. When I was Mayor I 
was approached by a group of ladies and families out on Mulberry Street; they felt very 
frustrated because we couldn't come up with or had the money; we had a Town Clerk 
who went to a meeting and got $400,000 for the Town of Milton through a grant to fix 
Mulberry Street and now I sit back and I look as Mayor and I look at how that's being 
kept by those property owners out there; deplorable. It speaks about our town. I ride 
down here by the spillway; all that was redone when Mayor Hudson was Mayor and I 
see how that's being kept unkempt. I think it's bad. I put it to some others at the Town of 
Milton's feet, because we have an agreement with the State of Delaware to maintain that 
over there; but we also have ordinances that talk about our sidewalks and they need to 
be... Why are we adopting another ordinance, when we're not even enforcing what we've 
got? Let's take a situation right out here in this parking lot; signs posted; it says truck 
and trailers only. Out there in that parking lot, day after day after day, since automobiles 
parked in there for a public ramp for boats and trailers; not enforced. So I think we have 
enough ordinances on the books. I think what we need to do is have the Council say bite 
the bullet, we're going to enforce it. I will, John, meet with you and tell you what I did 
several years ago to try to get money and maybe through that same direction, you can 
go. 
Councilman Collier: Thank you. 
Jack Bushey: Thank you, Mayor and Council. 
Mayor Jones: Thank you. 

• Ginny Weeks, Clifton Street: I wrote mine because I tend to meander. I want to talk 
about vision and I want to say nobody in this room, including myself, knows where we 
expect Milton to be in five years. We don't know what we consider assets of the town 
and our treasures. And we don't know what we want to protect or we want to change. We 
have a Comprehensive Plan document, but we don't seem to have a Comprehensive 
Plan. I don't know, when is the next review for the Comprehensive? Are we due for a big 
review of the Comprehensive Plan? 
Win Abbott: 2015. 
Ginny Weeks: 2015? I would encourage you to start budgeting for that please. Vision is 
imperative in the preparation of a Comprehensive Plan and I think we need to work on 
defining what our values are, our core values; what our goals are; a definition of Milton; 
and a pathway to that vision and a place for everyone to participate. I think we need to 
recognize the probable valuable dollar value of an Historic District and to do everything 
we can to protect it. I think we need to use the talents of residents here who are town 
planners or county planners; you saw Don Molina with Dry Zone. He works on planning 
all the time. We have several people in town who were in their professions as grant 
writers and I think we need to identify them and use them. The Broadkill needs 
protection and to be cherished and to be used by the town as a resource for it's character, 
the Town's character; for recreation; and monetary possibilities. There are plans for a 
bike trail between Georgetown and Lewes. Why shouldn't there be a walking/bike path 
along the Broadkill to Lewes? We could work with the University of Delaware and the 
C-Grant folks. There's a lot of money out there. Lewes does all this on grants and we 
haven't got the mindset to get into that. I'm not a grant writer, but certainly we need to 
work on that and going to what Mayor Bushey said, pride in ownership. You know a lot 
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of the properties down around, surrounding the town center especially, seem to be in ill-
repair. They need power washings, they have mold on the side, they have sandy 
driveways that are spilling out onto sidewalks and a lot of them are rental properties and 
are a business and I say if they're not well kept, then their permits and licenses should be 
repealed, because they're not contributing to even maintaining the value of Milton. 
They're a detriment and if their sidewalks aren't fixed, don't give them a license. It's the 
same for businesses. We want to get good businesses in downtown, but if we don't 
demonstrate our allegiance to the town center and protect it, why should a business want 
to invest? I want to say publicly, thank God for Irish Eyes, although I don't go there 
frequently, it's a business that has really done some good for the town. Try and imagine 
what the town would be like without it. I would suggest that we need a moratorium on 
LPD's. We need to redefine and strengthen the LPD or kill it. At a minimum, we need to 
put a moratorium on it. As it is, it doesn't work well. You can just see all the problems 
that came through Cannery Village. We tend to act too fast and pushing items through 
the planning process, without a lot of study. We don't cross our T's and dot our I's. The 
LPD kind of density is a gift to developers. Folks who cost us money need to help pay 
their way. It should be a gift to the town, as well. Maybe moratoriums on sub-divisions 
are needed for awhile until we review the sub-division rules. Public participation at 
meetings should be a regular way of doing business. I think that the Board should be 
mandated to allow stakeholders to ask questions and voice opinions. Members of Town 
Boards, we aren't all Gods and people out there in the audience might have a good idea 
or a question that really we haven't thought about and I think that regulations could be 
formulated to allow for public comment; which is different from a Public Hearing. I'd 
like to address Richard Miller what you said about people not being able to participate; 
that happened when I was on the Planning and Zoning Board and our planning 
consultant and our lawyer, John Brady, refused to allow people who lived in Cannery 
Village to vote on Dogfish items. I've never understood how that was going to be a 
financial gain or loss for somebody who lived on the other side. I think it was bad 
advice, but there was nothing we could do about it on the Board level. The other thing is, 
sidewalks; Councilman Collier I grew up in New Hampshire and New York and if our 
sidewalks needed to be replaced, they were replaced by the town and the entire town 
was assessed for them. I don't have sidewalks on my little street of Clifton Street. You 
don't have sidewalks on yours, Mayor Jones doesn't have sidewalks on hers, but I expect 
Kathryn Greig and Elaine Carbone and Irish Eyes and everybody else to pay so I can 
walk downtown; that doesn't seem fair. I should be contributing to that. Thank you. 
Mayor Jones: Thank you. 
Councilman Collier: I'd like to respond to a couple of things that you mentioned, Ms. 
Weeks. Just so you know, a lot of the things now, I didn't have to run a campaign when I 
was selected for the Town Council; but one of the things, had I run a campaign, was to 
work on the sub-division ordinances and I have spent an extensive amount of time and 
have a lot of data and a lot of information prepared about some of the directions I would 
like to see the town consider; so don't think that that issue isn't burning in my mind, at 
least. I agree with what you said about the sidewalks and that was what I was alluding 
to. Whether you've got one on your street or not, at some point in time you've got to 
walk on one if you want to get around the town and we are a community and one of the 
things that I think has happened since I've come to this community is, that that sense of 
community has disappeared. There's too much of this my neighborhood, your 
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neighborhood, their neighborhood and I don't buy into it. I really don't. I'm only one 
voice and one vote up here, but I hear you very loudly and very clearly and a lot of the 
things that you've asked for and that you've brought up are on my mind and certainly 
when the right and appropriate time comes, I will at least advocate those items. 
Ginny Weeks: We need help. 
Councilman Collier: And I understand that and I am not afraid of resources that are 
available to me in town. 
Ginny Weeks: There are a lot of citizens out there, that would like to help you. 
Councilman Collier: First of all, you for one have stepped up; but I'm not hearing from 
these other people. 
Lynn Ekelund, 406 Union Street: Well, let me join in. That's why I'm here. I agree, 
change the charter for sidewalks. Change it. We are a community. We should all chip in. 
I do have sidewalks. I appreciate it, but everyone should chip in on that. Number two, I 
agree with everything that Mrs. Weeks said about LPD's and sub-divisions including a 
moratorium, a short moratorium; but to give us an opportunity as Councilman Collier 
stated to really look at the sub-division ordinances and the LPD ordinances. I think that 
that is crucial. Third thing, and I know nobody believes that I'm agreeing with Ginny on 
so many things here; but, she mentioned respect the river. Something that I would love 
to see is for this Council to take an in-depth look into that Tidewater contract. That 
should have been done years ago. Do that before you change the charter for sidewalks; 
look into Tidewater. I also ask that you really, really look long, hard and deep into your 
hearts before you consider selling that land to Tidewater. Thank you. 
Mayor Jones: Thank you. 

• Dennis Hughes, 301 Chestnut Street: I missed on the sidewalks, but the sidewalks in the 
current ordinance, does the property owner maintain now? So no taxes go to sidewalks, 
is that right? 
Mayor Jones: Correct. 
Dennis Hughes: I just wanted to clarify. Because I know if mine goes bad, I have to pay 
the bill; so I didn't know if they started something or not. 
Councilman Collier: Not yet. 

• Donna Walter: I am a fresh eye. I just moved into this great little town in 2008 from 
Southern New Jersey, Cape May County; a lot of history. I came over here, remarried 
and I kept going down 16 and I saw Milton, Milton, Milton and I never bothered to pull 
through town until later. Well once I drove through town I went oh my God, look at this 
precious little town. There's nothing on 16. I came in late to this meeting, I'm sorry, but 
if I saw a sign and we have a talent, me and ___________, that's parked up here at 
Union and 16 and it caught my eye, it probably would have drove down it sooner. I love 
this little town. I want to do everything I can to keep it what it is, but I wish there was 
just something on 16, very tasteful, historic sign, that would bring me in. I just came 
back from Chincoteague and what a great little town that is. Once you're in this town, 
you're like wow. The other thing that caught my eye was obviously Irish Eyes and the 
little shops and shops will now make people stop, so that's just my idea. A great sign on 
16, get them driving down through here. Of course the events we have and then have 
them want to stop, which is your businesses, your shops, the uniqueness of this precious 
little town. What caught my eye was the dip in it; there's nothing like that down here. 
Where did this come from? The lake, the dip, so that's my 2¢. I'm artistic, I'm a designer, 
I volunteer all I can. I know Pat who makes the signs from my previous husband, so 
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that's my little 2¢. 
Mayor Jones: Donna, the Economic Development Committee I did want you to know is 
working on a signage project; welcome signs, as well as wayfaring signs, which may 
bring you in to we have a DNREC boat ramp, which is very unique for this area; our 
County Library; our Museum. We're hoping to add attraction signs, so that's in the works 
and I also know that Councilman Collier on Streets and Sidewalks has been very aware 
and has talked about doing something to the 16 corridor, which begins to identify it with 
Milton and not just a corridor to the beach. The only other thing I would say is pen 
clicking is really picked up on these microphones, for anybody who's doing that. Was 
there anything you wanted to add to that? 
Donna Walter: One more thing on the signage, our town. 
Councilwoman Patterson: If I could just jump in real quick, because I joined the 
Economic Development Committee in 2010 and we worked on signage back then. One 
of the unique situations in Milton is that both the main roads that run through here are 
owned by DelDOT. They're state maintained roads, so signage becomes an issue. We 
had a marvelous branding came through, whether you love the logo or not, it still 
highlighted all the magnificent things about this town. What became very apparent, were 
all things we could not do, because of these roads and with the Economic Development 
Committee and maybe even with Councilman Collier, we really need to have DelDOT 
come through and before I joined Council, the last thing I said was perhaps we could get 
DelDOT to come and do a drive through, a drive by with us; because I don't like the way 
the signage is on Route 1 up north; when you get to 16 as you're coming up Cave Neck 
Road. There's a lot of things that we... And likewise I'm a DC girl and I drove 16 my 
whole life and this town is so charming. It's burrowed in here. It's a very homey town for 
Delaware and we are really going to lean into the signage because it's something that has 
to go. So thank you for bringing that up. 
Donna Walter: Anything that I can do. 
Mayor Jones: Thank you for noticing that. 
Vice Mayor Booros: I'm going to say one more thing that Councilwoman Patterson said, 
I'm also a DC guy and I bought my house in Rehoboth in 1979 and I came down 16 
every single weekend from 1979; I never knew the Town of Milton was here. I went 
straight on out to Route 1, hit the road. I never knew the Town of Milton was here until 
somebody sold me this house. 
Councilwoman Patterson: And the State of Delaware has been working with small towns 
to try to grow them again. Part of this grant that we had gotten was through DEDO and I 
understand it's DelDOT and state maintained roads, but they have to really recognize 
that Milton needs them to give and say yes, we can put some signage here; maybe redo 
the curb and welcome to downtown. If you want to look at some of the... 
Vice Mayor Booros: And even hanging banners. Hanging banners from the light posts, 
the hardest thing that Milford had a problem with was the electric company. 
Councilwoman Patterson: Right, but they own the electric company, we don't. 
Vice Mayor Booros: We don't, but the ones they didn't own, they had a heck of a time 
getting the banners hung off the light posts. 
Councilwoman Patterson: But those beautiful uniform banners that make you feel 
cohesive as you drive in through town and out through town... 
Vice Mayor Booros: We've had them designed for free already... 
Unidentified Speaker: How about private owners, can't they put them on? 
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Councilwoman Patterson: We can, but we can't put them on our utility polls. 
Mayor Jones: They're owned by the electric companies. I would tell you that much to 
my regret and Economic Development Committee and the Council as well, I've talked 
about this, one of our greatest missed opportunities as we negotiate with DelDOT to put 
signs on state maintained roads, are the visitors that come in and out in any week's time 
at Dogfish. If you Google those directions, you will find that you turn left onto Chestnut 
Street; it takes you back out to 5 and back out to 9; there is nothing directionally to tell 
you as you exit that particular driveway, that there's historic businesses and the 
attractions downtown; so that is something I want you to know is a missed opportunity 
right now, but it's not off of our radar; we are aware of it. 
Councilwoman Patterson: And we do capture a little bit. I've talked to Amy at the 
Vintage Cafe, Dogfish does do a lot to try to send them down for Irish Eyes or 
Goodfellas or Miltonian, but it's... During the height of the summer, they see between 
3,000 and 5,000 people a week. I live in the neighborhood. I've met people from Seattle 
that actually came to the east coast and one of their destinations was Milton, Delaware 
Brewery of Dogfish Head and we're not capitalizing on this. So if you're interested, the 
Economic Development Committee meets and... 
Donna Walter: You see the corner of Food Lion, that would be a perfect spot for a sign. 
Mayor Jones: I learned at an April meeting with Dogfish that people are coming there to 
get married. It is an absolute destination and we are missing the opportunity, so I want 
you to know with... 
Vice Mayor Booros: Hanging on the bottom of every thing of beer is the map to Milton. 
Councilwoman Patterson: So there's a lot of avenues, but we really need... I was in 
Media, Pennsylvania two weekends ago and I think it's Victory, or something. But they 
are all in town so they get a lot of benefit off of that. 
Councilwoman Parker-Selby: We've got to do something. Everybody's passing my house 
to talk about 16 and I'm thinking, oh my goodness yes and I hear this all the time from 
people coming in who come to visit me from out of state. One of the things I think we 
need to look at is to definitely get with DelDOT because I've been trying to get a 
Neighborhood Watch sign out there, because so many walking people are now out there 
in the neighborhood which we never had and just to let people there are those of us 
looking out windows and paying attention to what's going on in that busy area; so I think 
we need, as a town, have some petition or something with DelDOT to pay attention to us 
getting the welcoming signs, which I believe are very important. Years ago my 
grandmother was very responsible for the Welcome to Lewes sign that everyone sees 
today; she was initiated with Al Stengel, the Mayor at the time for that and that was a 
process, so I think we need to have this process going right now to get that sign and I'm 
a strong believer that we need to let people know Welcome to Milton, once they hit that 
16 corridor, right up there where all the commercial things are. 
Mayor Jones: Thank you. 

• Tom Kelly, 102 Summer Walk, Cannery Village: I wanted to give you a little 
observation. DelDOT doesn't care about us, because when we first started our Farmer's 
Market we had signs up and we wouldn't even leave them up 48 hours. They kept on 
harassing us with letters saying they were going to fine us $25 for every sign they found 
out, because it was 6' from the road. Well sometimes when you put it in there, it was in 
the bushes and you couldn't see it; so what we did, we just said the hell with it, excuse 
the expression and we had a few permanent signs; like we asked the Bank and Elaine's 
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House and a few other places and maybe a couple of little unauthorized places to put up 
the sign, because the Market is a drawing power in this Town. It brings money in this 
town. The stores do good. The restaurants do good. It turned out to be a social event 
every Friday and also Dogfish has been very good for us. They're going to help us with 
our Peach Festival on the 26th of July and they're also going to be there for October Fest, 
which is on the first Friday of October, the 4th and we're not going to run out of beer this 
year. We sold two kegs up there and so this year, we're going to get three large kegs. I 
think it was a large keg and a quarter keg and they said they would sell it to us at cost 
and then they donated the money to the Farmer's Market, because a lot of people think 
this is all volunteers and it doesn't cost anything, but we have to pay taxes. The music is 
costing us $4,000 this year. The River Run, they want $850, so last year we got $650 
from the beer sales and Dogfish donated $800 to us, so we put that towards the band, so 
the band only costs us $200; so what we want to tell you, I know some people have a 
hang-up about Dogfish and all, but boy they try to be a good neighbor. It's good for the 
town because the people that are working there are getting good paying jobs; they're not 
like... not to demean anybody, but a server, but they're not making $10-$15 an hour 
serving food on the table, but Dogfish is and these people are coming into town, they're 
buying these homes. So not to drag out too long. Just want you to know that the Farmer's 
Market is doing good this year, so far. The only thing we need, guys, is we need 
volunteers, because there's a time limit on when Norm, myself and Jim, Lynn are going 
to stay with this and in order for this Market to grow, we have to have new blood. That's 
all I have to say. Thank you. 
Councilman Collier: Mr. Kelly, I'd like to respond to your issue about the signage with 
DelDOT. Now, I think I understand what DelDOT's issue is and for those of you that 
don't know, I work for DelDOT and have for many years, decades; but what I will do for 
you, if you so desire, is I can arrange for your group to meet with the person who is in 
charge of enforcing these issues you have with signage and see what kind of an 
arrangement or what you need to do in order to capture the signage and work with them. 
Because I'm not going to tell you that DelDOT's not unreasonable, what I can tell you 
promoted this thing was when we had the building boom in the State, everywhere you 
went along the edge of the road, this developer had their sign with a couple of arrows on 
it and it got to the point where they were everywhere and they didn't take care of them 
and what the developers do to combat this now is you find they don't put them up during 
the week; they hire somebody who comes out and puts them up Friday afternoon after 
the DelDOT guy is off work and pulls them down by Sunday morning, before he comes 
back to work and this is how they got around it. If you'd like I will certainly put you in 
touch with the proper people to talk to. 
Tom Kelly: I'll bring that up to the Board of Directors, but I think probably what we did 
now, since we got exposure, it's not as important as it was the first or second year; 
because we used to drive around; it would take us an hour to put all the signs up and 
then the next day take them down and it was another hour; and it was 21 miles every 
time we put the signs around Milton. What we are trying to do is we like to find a spot to 
put a couple of big signs that would direct people into Milton. 
Councilman Collier: Let me get you to understand. There is a permitting process 
required for signs, even those that are privately owned and every road has a right-of-way 
and DelDOT can only speak to the edge of the right-of-way; so my suggestion would be 
that one thing that you can consider doing is talking to property owners along this route 
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and asking if we could put a sign up for the duration of the Farmer's Market? 
Tom Kelly: We are doing that already. 
Councilman Collier: Go one step further and look into what the permitting process is; 
because you operate as a non-profit, I believe you do. 
Tom Kelly: We are. 
Councilman Collier: If you operate as a non-profit, I know that they do waive any 
permitting fees for signs for non-profits; that's what enables the Lion's Club to put a sign 
up and not be charged, churches and other different non-profit organizations, but there is 
a process that you have to go through and basically it's saying we're a non-profit; we 
want a sign and we want to put it here and they come out and they look at the location; 
they bless it and you're done. But I can put you in touch with the right person to speak 
to. 
Tom Kelly: Okay, I'm going to have Jim Crellin, since he's the President. 
Councilman Collier: You have Mr. Crellin get in touch with me and I will put him in 
touch with the right person and I'll do what I can to at least get the process started. 
Tom Kelly: Very good, I appreciate that. Also one more other thing that you people may 
not know about the Farmer's Market. We just started this year with a scholarship fund 
for two individuals in the Cape Henlopen Schools. Granted it's only $250 for one boy 
and one girl, but we hope to increase it next year to $500 apiece and the only stipulation 
that we put in there, is they will use that scholarship money for agricultural purposes for 
the school and we are trying to do our bit for everybody here. Alright thank you. 

• Lorraine Wasserman, 244 West Shore Drive: Just have two questions regarding the 
Milton Theater; what is the status of the Milton Theater and what is the status of getting 
a college or a university here in Milton? And one other comment, I read the Cape 
Gazette and in the Editorial it says “Conserve water and drink beer.” What's that all 
about Madame Mayor? I think the Mayor and Council are doing a wonderful, wonderful 
job and I'm so proud to live in Milton. 
Mayor Jones: Thank you. I think that Editorial in the paper was about a third option, 
which was beer. But to answer, Vice Mayor Booros is on the American College Group, 
however, if he doesn't mind I will just tell you that there is a pending meeting with Mr. 
Ross. The Group did meet once. It was very successful and in their second go round 
we'll actually be able to talk to the person who will make the difference and give Milton 
an idea of what they need and what they would want to come here and between our 
Town Manager and Vice Mayor Booros who serves there, we'd be able to know what 
Milton has to offer. As for the other, the Milton Theater, I did speak to Mr. Howard just 
this past week. His greatest concern right now is to get in, do an assessment of his 
building and see what repairs need to be made, come up with plan, but he definitely 
wants to put a plan into effect before he even considers opening his doors. 

• Jim Welu, 30263 East Mill Run: In case you missed the Editorial in the Cape Gazette 
yesterday, the editor suggested that Dogfish Head could just tie their production line into 
the town water system and we'd have plenty of fluid. I think it might have been a tongue 
in cheek, but I'm not sure. I'd like to get back to this vision thing. One thing I just 
happened to notice today as I was driving down Route 1 before I got through the Five 
Points intersection; they must have been DelDOT signs on the right hand side as you're 
heading towards Route 9, left turn. There were like three of them. I don't know if they 
were on top of each other or in a row, but they referenced, I think, Fraser House and a 
couple of other items in Lewes. 
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Councilman Collier: Blue and white? Were they blue and white? 
James Welu: No they weren't blue and white, they were... I forget what color they were. 
Unidentified Speaker: Brown and white. 
James Welu: It seems like they have to be approved by DelDOT if they're not DelDOT 
signs. 
Mayor Jones: Those are the historic markers, if I'm not mistaken Mr. Welu. I'm sorry to 
interrupt you, but I think those are the historic markers? 
James Welu: But it seems to me that maybe the town could develop a partnership with 
some of the businesses at the intersections of our major highways. Maybe we could 
approach Mike Snyderman, the owner of the Food Lion Shopping Center. I don't know 
who owns the property where the tax place is, on the other corner; but maybe those 
owners would be willing to put signs on their properties promoting the Town of Milton? 
They would not be subject to DelDOT. They would be far enough off the DelDOT right-
of-way and yet you could put up a non-pedestrian sign, the way DelDOT would, or they 
have down on Route 1 and have a really attractive sign. I would think that private 
property owners might be very willing to do something like that. It certainly enhances 
their business and it would certainly enhance the vision for the Town. On the far end of 
town, the Cannery Village end of town, I think that vacant piece of land as you enter 
town on the right hand side coming from Harbeson, I think is owned by the 
Brittingham's and they might be willing to allow a sign there. 
Vice Mayor Booros: The corner there is owned by the Banks; right at the corner, it's 
kind of wooded... 
James Welu: The vacant land? 
Vice Mayor Booros: The vacant land is owned by the Banks and I think the field that 
they grow crops in is the Brittingham's. 
James Welu: Oh okay. The other thing about the long term vision for this town, I think is 
the Economic Development of our downtown area and I think we have to think of two 
particular areas; one is the vacant land. I think it's probably still owned by John Starr. I 
know years ago I was told that he was willing to lease that to the town for a very 
minimum amount and then when Cliff Newlands met with him, it went to some sky high 
number, but that could be a vital piece of parking area at least, until it's developed, so 
that more people could be close to the downtown area. But I think more important, long 
term, is the waterfront. The town owns land. I'm not sure, maybe Mr. Bushey could 
inform us of what's going on. I believe the Fire Department bought a parcel on the river 
bank and then we own the land that Tidewater's on and I'm not sure what our 
relationship to Tidewater... Are we leasing that land to Tidewater at this time? Are we 
allowing them to use it? The town still owns it, as far as I know. If we're going to have a 
development of downtown Milton, it's got to go down around the river. There is the one 
large parcel that used to be the Marina property, which is privately owned, yes, but that's 
got to connect past the sewerage treatment plant all the way up to Union Street; but I 
think it's really important that that be considered. The other thing, vision, that people 
brought up and I really feel very strongly about this and I would agree that all the 
property owners are responsible for the sidewalks. Most property owners don't have 
sidewalks in this town, which is fine. I don't really see the need for sidewalks on a lot of 
these streets; but where we do have sidewalks that have existed for years, I think we 
have to figure out how we're going to get them paid for and fixed. There was a grant a 
couple of years ago. I don't know if it was the Federal Government, the SAFE School 
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Walk and they did a lot of Chestnut Street. Now why they figured the kids would only 
walk on one side of Chestnut Street, rather that the other, God only knows and why they 
decided they were going to do this little section and that little section and skip pieces in 
between, I don't know, but I think that has to be looked into. We have two newly elected 
officials in State Government; Steve Smyk and Ernie Lopez. I think we need to lean on 
them as our Representatives to see what State money they can loosen up for the Town; to 
get a $500 grant from Delaware Waste, to get rid of some trash, is nice, but we need a 
little bit more money than $500 and I think they could really work on that. They should 
know the ins and outs, their staff should be able to find out where the money is to do the 
sidewalks and then what we can't get, I think we've got to look to the property owners of 
the entire town. Thank you. 
Councilman Collier: Mr. Welu, first of all, the grant program you were referring to 
SAFE Routes to School. I happen to talk to the gentleman that administered that 
program and asked what their criteria was and essentially what I was told was, we had 
limited amount of money, so we identified which side of the street, first of all, we could 
be the most effective on and secondly, which sidewalks were in the greatest need and I 
believe you might have been a benefactor, because at the time that was done, you might 
have owned property that got new sidewalks. Maybe you sold it before then. 
James Welu: Yes, it's not mine anymore. 
Councilman Collier: Okay, but nonetheless, essentially they took the dollars that they 
had and they stretched them as best they could; so that's why it was addressed in that 
fashion and believe me there are people out there, that are not too happy with the fact 
that the person on the left got sidewalks, the person on the right got sidewalks. As far as 
monies from legislators, we can make requests, but what you need to understand is, each 
legislator gets $250,000 for community transportation funding for their entire district, so 
even with that being said, they try to help everybody, but we're in competition with 
everybody else within that legislator's district for the monies and what helps you get 
money and what this town has not done for years is, we haven't really come forward 
with a project, so to speak. What they've gotten in the most recent past is what I would 
refer to as crumbs; the monies that didn't get expended. You have to come forth with a 
project and that's a planned project. In other words, you have everything in place and it's 
more or less, like the water project, shovel ready and that puts you in the line for 
funding. That doesn't get you a guarantee. It just puts you in a higher place in the line for 
a greater dollar amount. So that's the first and foremost thing. I'm aware of this and I 
have Streets and Sidewalks as one of my committees and believe me there is a large 
volume of issues in Streets and Sidewalks, even far larger than I imagined there could be 
and what I can tell you is nothing is going to get fixed overnight, but that it has my 
attention; quite a bit of my attention and I feel fortunate in having a little inside track on 
the way some of this stuff is done and how to get around it. And I also know some other 
people that are willing to help me learn the process, too, so like everything else it's going 
to take a little time, but I think you're going to start to see four things. What I can tell 
you is it was brought to my attention the need for crosswalk paintings in town; so I made 
the contact to the proper department; it will not get done before Labor Day. In fact, it 
won't get done this fiscal year, because they've committed all their funding, but Milton 
has been scheduled sometime after the first of July and you will see all the crosswalks in 
the town be readdressed; particularly the ones in the downtown area that are in bad 
shape and that's not through any legislative grant or anything else. Sometimes you have 
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to know who to squeak to. 
Mayor Jones: If we're squeaking, I'd like to also talk about re-striping of parking spaces 
and curbs and where that responsibility is assigned, downtown particularly. They are 
well worn, they're not distinctive, it does give it a sense of priority if you have 
something that looks very defined in your downtown, as to where people may or may 
not park. 
Councilman Collier: I could answer that for you. The curbing and the parking is the 
town. 
Mayor Jones: The striping? 
Councilman Collier: The striping, yes. That's who has done it since I've been here. I'm 
trying to remember, I think it was Matt Gregg who painted curbs one summer and cut 
grass; but that's how it gets done... 
James Welu: One suggestion that I would like to make that the town should maybe at 
least consider; there are a lot of infield lots, vacant lots in town. They're on streets where 
there are no sidewalks on the adjacent houses, on their lots, and it doesn't make a whole 
lot of sense to me to require the developer of the vacant lot, where there are no 
sidewalks; in some places, maybe no curbs; to spend money to put in sidewalks and 
curbs; but the town may want to assess them a fee, in lieu of putting in sidewalks and 
curbs or whatever; let them be in conformity with the neighborhood as it is, but that 
Impact Fee, as it were, could then be put into a fund for the sidewalks and the curbs for 
places like Chestnut Street or Union Street or Federal Street, where the sidewalks really 
need to be repaired. You get Impact Fees for a lot of things. Rather than wasting money 
on a sidewalk to nowhere, in a neighborhood that has no sidewalks, why not get the 
money and put it where we have sidewalks? 
Mayor Jones: I would like to point out one thing in reference to maintenance of the 
sidewalks. That is that I believe it is the town's responsibility, also, to watch for matters 
of enforcement. On Chestnut Street, homeowner's park their vehicles on the sidewalks; 
they're crumbled, they're broken; the homeowner's are right now responsible for those 
sidewalks. It is we who are not addressing the violations that are very clearly there, night 
after night after night. So Milton has also the responsibility to watch out for the 
enforcement of who's supposed to take care of them and if we're doing that, enforcing 
those who are not taking care of them blatantly by parking their vehicles on them. So it's 
a shared responsibility. I just want you to know that we were aware of that. 

• Jack Bushey: Once again Mayor, as I sit, you have a lot of Ordinances on the books; we 
need to enforce them. In reference back to the sidewalk project, a lot of the work over 
the years, the last 30 or 40 years, has been either done by federal revenue sharing 
monies that the Town of Milton received, many, many years ago and the Council banked 
the money and it finally came down that the Federal Government said you need to spend 
this money; so they took on a sidewalk project and they did so much sidewalk, they 
financed it for the town. They charged them no interest for three years. But if the people 
didn't pay it back, they liened the property and when the property was sold, we recouped 
the money. In reference to Chestnut Street, we had engineering costs of what it was 
going to cost to put the sidewalks in from Atlantic Street to the town limits, on both 
sides of the streets. We did not have the money. I approached our State Legislators and 
asked them if they would give us so much money out of their monies for so many years, 
to help us finance this. I guess the letters are in File 13 in their office, because it went 
nowhere, but I believe there was more to that, than meets the eye and I'm pretty sure of 
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that. But, once again, we got grants over the years; Broad Street was done; Mulberry 
Street was done; and as I said, you have ordinances; they're not taking care of them. 
Once again, you said vehicles parked on them and that damages them and cracks them 
and you need your Police Department enforcing the parking violations. Thank you, 
Mayor. 
Mayor Jones: Thank you. 
Vice Mayor Booros: Can I speak to the first thing Mr. Bushey said. We have ordinances 
on the books that aren't being enforced; we also have ordinances on the books that refer 
you to the fines imposed by Mayor and Council, which can be found on the Fee 
Schedule and they're not on the Fee Schedule. So even if you had an ordinance that has a 
fine, when you go to look for that fine, the fine doesn't exist. So you can enforce 
anything you want to enforce, but if there is no fine, there is no fine. 
Jack Bushey: Vice Mayor Booros, I believe in your General Code here if you give me a 
few minutes, I think there's a section in here that says that if there's no specific fine in 
reference to a section of the ordinance in here, it refers back to that particular chapter. 
Give me a couple of minutes and I'll see if I can find it for you. 
Vice Mayor Booros: What I'm saying to you is the Chapter refers to the Fee Schedule 
and that the Mayor and Council have put it on the Fee Schedule. The new Fee Schedule 
does not have those fines on it. We just passed a new Fee Schedule several months ago 
and the fines aren't on it; that's all I'm saying to you. You can go find anything you want 
to in that book, but what I'm saying to you is, I went to Town Hall and asked the Code 
guy, so what if I do this without getting the permit, it says that I'm going to be fined this. 
He said, no you're not, because we don't have a fine for that. 
Jack Bushey: Excuse me. Mayor, correct me, is this General Code set up very similar to 
another community? 
Mayor Jones: Yes it is. 
Jack Bushey: Well then give me a minute and I'll find it. If I'm not mistaken there is a 
chapter in here and a paragraph in here that says that if the fine is not stated, in the 
ordinance, the fine comes out of that. It's just like Title XXI, Delaware Motor Vehicle 
Code, under Chapter 41, if there's no penalty there, it refers you to Chapter 42-05. I'm 
not sure that's it; my memory might have slipped a little bit in the last couple of years. 
But it says the penalties that for those prior sections are not stated, then there's where 
you find the fines. In your General Code, it should be set up the same way and... 
Vice Mayor Booros: Mr. Bushey, I think the part you're missing that I'm saying to you is 
you're not listening to me. I'm saying that the Ordinance says it is in the Fee Schedule. 
That's what the Ordinance says. We need to fix the Fee Schedule, so that the fine is listed 
on that single page of Fees and Fines. Period. It shouldn't take you to some other part of 
General Code when it says it's in the Fee Schedule, the fine needs to be in the Fee 
Schedule. That's all I'm saying. Okay? 
Jack Bushey: Okay. 
Vice Mayor Booros: And when the Code Enforcer says, no we can't enforce that, what 
difference does it make; there's no fine involved. How do you enforce something when 
there's no fine involved. There's an issue there; it needs to be fixed. All I'm doing is 
agreeing with you. Ordinance on the books that needed force and we need to have a way 
to enforce those ordinances. That's all I'm saying. I'm done. 

• Richard Miller, Grist Mill Drive: Now that we have everybody's blood flowing, I would 
like to remind the community that on Thursday the 23rd Cannery Village is sponsoring a 
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blood drive. It's being sponsored through the services of the Blood Bank of Delmarva 
and we're accepting donations, hopefully by vein, not by wound; but donations can be 
scheduled through calling the Blood Bank at 1-888-8BLOOD8. We'll be open from 1 to 
6 p.m. and this is the first attempt to see if this could be an annual drive, because there's 
nothing on this side of the county that really encourages giving blood. There are some 
things that money can't buy and tonight's lottery is a great example. All the money in the 
world can't buy what you have to give for free. So Milton I'm encouraging you to roll up 
your sleeves and stop over between 1 and 6. The first person in line I know is the Town 
Manager, so he's going to have a chance to snooze for 10 minutes and give a pint, so 
thank you for that, Win. That's all I have. Thank you. 

• Barry Goodinson, 313 Mill Street and I also serve on the Planning and Zoning 
Commission: I guess one of the frustrations and I came light, so you may have addressed 
this earlier, is Planning and Zoning we basically respond to things that come to us, but 
there doesn't seem to be any opportunity for us to affirmatively advance a vision of the 
town and there's an old Master Plan that's kind of sitting dustily on a shelf; that never 
seems to be referenced. So I'm just wondering about ways that Planning and Zoning 
might be pulled more closely into this whole visioning thing, because it makes me a 
little bit nervous that we're just in a position to react, rather than to really sit down and 
plan and then actualize that plan, because I'm a fundraiser, professionally, and the only 
way you get a project moving and a project funded, is if you've got a vision and you can 
share that vision. I didn't get a lot of visions in the town and I think the thing that 
everyone can agree on is, this town is full of potential and the challenge is actualizing it 
and I've had lots of conversations with people who talk about their vision of the town; 
but it has to be pulled together in some way and codified and made real and then handed 
off to the various groups, like Planning and Zoning to actualize it. So I'd love to hear 
your vision of that visioning. 
Mayor Jones: Well if you'll wait just a moment, first of all, I had called another member 
of the committee. They had received a wonderful complement about Planning and 
Zoning's meeting and I think it's only fair to pass it on to those people who were 
mentioned. I was thanked for such a great selection of board members. It had nothing to 
do with me and so I want to pass that on to you and members of your committee. I am 
right now working with Mr. Abbott, as far as offering a training program for your Board 
of Adjustments right now. I have to say, regretfully, the response hasn't been so good, but 
as long as we get a couple that are going to go to training; I am pleased and will offer 
that again. I know you, yourself, stay on top of some of the training available to 
Planning and Zoning and I thank you for that and I would like to continue with that and 
your group in the future. As far as advancing the vision of the town, is that something 
that you feel Planning and Zoning can contribute to when it comes to the 
Comprehensive Plan? Are you specifically talking about the projected plan and land use, 
or something else? 
Barry Goodinson: Yes. 
Mayor Jones: I want to make sure that I'm defined on what your vision is, it's land use. 
Barry Goodinson: Right. Yes. Because we don't have a context into which to place the 
decisions we're making, other than specific Codes and I think the larger context is really 
important. 
Mayor Jones: Okay. I can say as the Comprehensive Plan gets closer to it's time to be 
reviewed and presented, I would say there are even greater opportunities for your wish 
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to be granted. 
Barry Goodinson: Right. 
Mayor Jones: Thank you. 
Barry Goodinson: Thank you. 

• Barbara Wagner, 409 Federal Street: I have a question and everybody else may know the 
answer. Does this Historic Preservation Ordinance for the Town of Milton include a 
demolition by neglect passage? Then my question is, why isn't enforced? 
Mayor Jones: Barbara Wagner, I won't let that go without commiserating with you that 
that is certainly an item that we as a community, as a government, I think have been lax 
on addressing. For me, I would expand it to go even beyond what we call our Historic 
District. There are many homes in our town that are well worth preserving them as a 
fabric of our town; even if they do not rest in that district; and I for one would like to see 
much greater attention paid to that, so thank you. 

• Janet Terner, 606 Union Street: It's really a pleasure to be here and hear what the 
comments are. I have a prior engagement, so I'm going to have to leave early and what I 
wanted to really say was a lot of things I'm interested in have already been expressed, 
but more important than anything else is that we do this; maybe bi-monthly. It's probably 
one of the best things seen; people coming together, with different perspectives and 
having a change to interact directly with John and others who have knowledge about a 
particular issue being raised. I mean, this is what it's all about basically and we lost the 
formality of meetings where the public can only speak for a very limited time; either at 
the beginning and then eat up the night of the Town Council's meetings time, or at the 
end, which doesn't work either. So maybe this is something we should incorporate on a 
regular basis. Thank you. 

Mayor Jones: Thank you. 

• Ginny Weeks: I wasn't here when this gentleman was speaking; I came in at the end. I 
think I've gotten some of the context of what he was saying and your answer to him was 
that as we get closer to the Comprehensive Plan... If this has to be done in 2015, we are 
less than two years away from it. I would suggest to you that we need to start now, 
because it is a big deal and it has a lot of components and I don't think that there's 
anybody in this room who has talked to anybody else in this very much, about what they 
think this town should be or how it should get there. I think that dialogue needs to start 
now. Thank you. 

Mayor Jones: Thank you. 

• Mayor Jones: I just want to ask a side bar question of Councilman Collier. You were a 
part of that Comprehensive Plan review many moons ago. 

Councilman Collier: I have been in on bits and pieces of it yes, and normally the process 
starts about 18-24 months out, which would be... and this is about the right time to 
consider it and my first experience with it was that I thought that the group was much 
too large... no this is prior to her and what I found was the group was so large that you 
had people that identified with a certain issue that they wanted addressed and they were 
there until their issue was on the table; they got their 2¢ worth and then you didn't see 
them anymore. As Mayor, your biggest difficulty is going to be finding a group of 
people that will work on it from A to Z and turn every nut and bolt; and that's the hard 
part. It takes a lot of dedication. Everybody's not going to agree on every issue, so there's 
a lot of compromise that comes along and professional guidance helps a lot and I think

that the mistakes, if you want to call them mistakes, maybe what wasn't considered in 
the past was they looked for the cheapest help they could find and sometimes that's not 
the best alternative. I realize, like everything else, the town is limited in funds, but you 
get what you pay for. 
Mayor Jones: If I also recall that members of the Land Boards were a vital part of those 
committees. 
Councilman Collier: There were some members that served on all of the Land Boards 
that were also part of that, as well. I think it's important that you do, because they can 
bring to the table the perspective with which they have to deal with things and any 
questions that aren't being answered by the Comprehensive Plan in helping them make 
decisions. So it's a working document and it takes a lot of effort on a lot of parts. For me 
it was a good experience, because I came to this town and I hadn't lived here very long 
and the first thing was they wanted to build 19 houses on three acres at the end of the 
little tiny street that I live on and I'm going, you've got to be kidding me. If anybody 
really wants to know how I got involved in town issues or why I've continued to stay 
involved in town issues, you can blame it on Jack Bushey back there, because Jack saw 
that I had an interest, engaged me, encouraged me, asked me to serve on boards and it's 
just kind of grown from there. 
Jack Bushey: It's all my fault. 
Mayor Jones: I can blame him too. 
Councilman Collier: At least he recognized that I was willing to work and I'm still 
willing to work. 

• Lynn Ekelund: Mr. Welu has allowed me to just jump in quickly on this issue about the 
Comprehensive Development Plan. What we have to do in this year's budget is we have 
to allocate funds. I believe and Barry, I'm sure you'll agree with me, we've got to do it 
now. We only have 2 years. I remember, though I was not a part of it last time; it was 
just a crash course in chaos and we did not allow enough funds or enough time to get it 
done properly and I would just hate to see us piss away two years and not get it done 
right this time. 

• James Welu: There are two things. A Comprehensive Plan, I've heard people say that the 
real commercial development of Milton is going to be on Route 16. That's where the 
commercial land is; that's where the open land is for any future development. I don't 
know how much of that is in the town limits and how much is in the County, but I think 
for overall Comprehensive Planning we really have to look at the Route 16 corridor. 
That's where the traffic is. We've got the Food Lion shopping center there now. I don't 
know what other land is available. There's where the old public school was out on 16, 
that vacant land. We have Mr. Ingram's property and a potential motel. There's lots of 
different things coming along there and I think we really have to look at that very 
carefully for the future Comprehensive Plan. I'm not a great lover of attorneys. I was 
married to one and she was a wonderful woman and she was an aggressive attorney. She 
didn't make any money. She worked Pro Bono almost for the retarded adults in the 
District of Columbia. She defended them with a passion. I think we've got at least two 
major problems and maybe a third, dealing with the Route 16 commercial area, but we 
also have the Tidewater sitting on our town land; and we have the issue with Dry Zone 
and their non-conformity with the agreements that they had signed years ago when they 
were dealing with the County; and I think if we're going to have an attorney work on 
these issues for the benefit of the future of this town, we need someone who's 
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aggressive. Someone who has a little bite in what they do and I don't like paying 
attorneys money, but I think sometimes it's worth the money spent and I think for the 
long term vision of this town, we have to give some thought to that. 
Mayor Jones: May I say something before you start? Today's opportunity really was to 
hear vision, was to hear your ideas, no matter what their cost, no matter the time it took 
to complete them, but to hear ideas that the Council can then compare to the workshop 
that we worked on; we certainly did talk in that workshop about a number of Code 
Enforcement issues, so that the public and the Council, your Councilors, obviously on 
those same paths; it's good to hear all of the concerns today and suggestions about 
particularly our Comprehensive Plan coming up, so that we can be proactive and work 
ahead of the timeline to make sure that we're not caught behind, so today, though we are 
aware of sidewalks and everything else that has been very helpfully brought to this 
Council and reiterated today, we are still here to hear your visions, your hopes, no matter 
how outside of the box they are. So I just want to encourage you, even if you have 
talked and you want to talk again, we'd love to hear that part from you too. 

• Norma Krause, 116 Morgan Way: You were talking about the Comprehensive Plan a 
moment ago. I was on that committee for a relatively short time, but I must say that 
some of the appointees were some of the brightest people in the town and the problem 
was, I could see that things really weren't clicking even with the people who had a great 
deal of interest in it and the mind to go with proposing things, because they knew very 
little about what was required. It was taken up too late and then they hired a consultant, 
the worst consultant I have ever seen in my life. I have hired consultants throughout my 
career and the worst of them was 100 times better; so please don't make that mistake and 
maybe you'll need a consultant, maybe not. I think Lynn's point that we should start now 
to work on the Comprehensive Plan; if you can, because you don't always get 
information enough from the County and State to really get going with it and it's not 
simple. At any rate, I observed while listening to all of you that a lot of the people who 
are speaking today are the people who have been speaking out since I've been here, 
seven years now, and they're people who care and they're people who have been active 
and put a lot of their time into things. I think they have good ideas. I've heard most of 
the ideas before and that said, because there are a lot of good ideas and there was never 
any follow through and you didn't know who was responsible for instance, on the 
Council. I was very impressed with the meeting that you had where you went through 
the Council and told us all, that this was an open town meeting, told us what each 
Council member was responsible for, and they already had duties to perform and so each 
one answered and said what was the status and it was indeed a most pleasurable thing. I 
found that so... It talked to all of us. We suddenly were much more part of it if we knew 
what everybody up here was doing, so a lot of good things, I think, are happening that 
make for transparency. I think there will be follow-up on a lot of the things that you've 
talked about today, maybe all of it and that would be terrific. At any rate, there's so much 
to do for such a good town and I personally will work in some way for it always. I thank 
you all. 
Mayor Jones: Thank you. 

• Lorraine Wasserman, 244 West Shore Drive: I just want to say that after nearing Norma 
Krause, who is a neighbor of mine speak, we really could use her great talent and 
experience. She's had so many years of knowledge and she would really contribute a lot 
to our community; if we would ask her to please serve on some kind of committee, 
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maybe Planning and Zoning, or Sidewalks, because she's a treasure. Thank you. 
Mayor Jones: And actually, Norma, you asked recently to be placed on one of those 
boards. 

• Jack Bushey: And listen, once again, in your Code Book, in the back in the index, it lists 
violations and penalties for almost every section of the Code and in the very front under 
Chapter 1, Paragraph 16, it lists out penalties if they're not covered, so whether the 
penalties are on the Fee Schedule or not, there's penalties for the violations. That's a very 
nice Code Book, I'm glad they finally got it done. Thank you. 
Mayor Jones: Thank you for helping us find that. 
Vice Mayor Booros: May you should call the Code Enforcement Officer on Monday and 
let him know that. 
Jack Bushey: I have a question. Who gave him his training? We won't go there; we'll 
leave that alone. That Code Book is set up like one I used for about 30 some years, so I 
was familiar with it and so I'd be glad to go over it with him. 
Vice Mayor Booros: My biggest problem though is, they changed the Ordinance that 
says it's in the Fee Schedule; changed the words to say it's in the Index in the back of the 
damn book or the thing in the front of the book. So don't tell me it's there, fix the 
ordinance so it can be enforced. That's my point. 
Jack Bushey: Listen, you're on the Council and you know it takes a motion right there 
on the floor and you can do it. 
Vice Mayor Booros: I can't make a motion today; there will be no votes. 
Jack Bushey: Okay. Alright John, you're alright. 
Vice Mayor Booros: I'm right on top of it, Jack. Trust me. 
Councilman Collier: Madame Mayor, may I? Vice Mayor Booros just for your wisdom 
here and for Mr. Bushey, as well, one of the committees that I'm sitting is Charter and 
Ordinances and we just recently handed to the Town Manager an Ordinance to fix just 
what you're speaking of and in a lot of places removing the fine from the particular 
ordinance and referencing, as stated in the Fee Schedule, with a comprehensive list of all 
those things. One of the gentleman on our committee worked very diligently in putting 
this together and hopefully this will address. 
Vice Mayor Booros: Can't wait to see it. 
Councilman Collier: It's to be forwarded to the Town Solicitor for review and should be 
coming before the Council shortly. 
Vice Mayor Booros: So if I want to break one of the rules, I've got to do it real quick, 
right? 
Councilman Collier: The best advice I could give you as a councilman, I would never 
break a rule, or at least not get caught at it. 

• Councilman Collier: I have some things. For one thing, we talked about the downtown 
and we talked about Economic Development and I have a photograph that I'll share with 
you as I believe you're still the Chair of Economic Development? 
Mayor Jones: I am. 
Councilman Collier: I happen to be in downtown Milford yesterday and there was an 
empty storefront and in the window of the storefront was a sign and I need to pull this 
up on my phone, so I get the text of the sign. 
Vice Mayor Booros: Do you want me to recite it to you? 
Councilman Collier: You might be able to. 
Vice Mayor Booros: “This store is not vacant, it's filled with opportunity.” 
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Councilman Collier: Well, “this building is not vacant, it's filled with opportunity” in 
Milford and I know that we recently talked about your contact with the building owners; 
this might not be a bad idea. 
Vice Mayor Booros: And the have the Milton logo on the sign and everything. Milford. 
Councilwoman Patterson: We have it with the Milton, as well, if you want to see it. 
Councilman Collier: Okay, well, maybe we should print some and offer them to these 
people. I don't know. This is something as a Council we may have to decide. Next, it 
was brought up about the parking lot on John Starr's property and I just happen to speak 
to someone this morning, who has agreed to introduce me to Mr. Starr and at least to 
approach him and get his feelings about what it would take to reopen that, so it is on the 
radar. I wasn't going to bring it up, but since it came in this meeting, I didn't want 
anybody to think that we weren't considering it, because I'm actually maybe a half a step 
ahead of you on that issue. I don't know what it's going to take. I just wanted to speak to 
the gentleman and feel him out at this point. Those were things that I've done in regards 
to these things. The signage issue out on 16, I'm looking into it again. You guys have had 
a good time ripping up my employer and that's alright, I rip them myself; but hopefully 
because of my familiarity with the department, I can not necessarily kick in doors, but at 
least I know where to start and be able to find something and I hope that I can start 
answering some of these questions and some of these concerns. 
Councilwoman Patterson: John, I would be willing to work with you if you could give 
me a contact, or whatnot. Somebody at one point, through DelDOT had offered to drive 
around the Town of Milton and I'll get back into that; but I would really like to help on 
some of these meetings and things. 
Councilman Collier: I would be happy to take you up on that offer, because as employee 
of the Department I have to be very careful how I am perceived and sometimes, because 
I am an employee, the channels are much more difficult to negotiate, than they are as a 
private citizen. 
Councilwoman Patterson: Great. 
Councilman Collier: But the thing that I can do is at least I can instead of having to go 
the long way to get to the point of contact, I can make that a little more direct. 
Councilwoman Patterson: That was our sticking point. 

• Councilwoman Parker-Selby: Mayor Jones, I would like to thank the Farmer's Market. 
They mentioned they're beginning to have scholarships, beginning this year $250 for 
two students. Thank you so much and I want, if we can. I don't know if it's legal or not, 
volunteer sometime to sit out there and do whatever I can do; because our youth are 
definitely the people who are going to be why we'll be able to live in safe environments 
and so forth and if we don't involve our youth and let them know that we care, we can 
hang it up. I'm a big proponent for letting the youth be looked into and the scholarships 
we need, as much as possible, every day. These children need a lot of help and I know 
the teacher; I hired that particular teacher in our department, myself, when I was an 
Administrator there, so she will be happy to know that... They probably know already, 
but I will certainly let her know to choose the right students for that. Thank you so 
much. 
Mayor Jones: You all do a great service as board members who are with us today and we 
are very grateful. 
Councilwoman Parker-Selby: I have one more thing, too. Being a person who has lived 
in Milton all their lives, I know Mr. Starr very well and I think... growing up in a small 
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town you know everybody and they listen to people they know, so if you need help 
getting to some people who are lifetime Miltonians, they will listen to people they know, 
so I would help to go to Mr. Starr or what have you. I've taught a lot of their children 
and grandchildren; so you need that small town USA caring; a lot of people who have 
moved in... One of our citizens have a great idea. I don't know whether it was you, 
Norma, that we should have a night or sometime where newcomers who come in, meet 
with the people who have lived here; just have a little socialization. I think that idea is 
excellent, so we may look at that very soon. 

• Myra Oates, 115 Arch Street in Milton: I guess I could stand here for hours talking about 
what my visions are, but there are a few people who have already said what I think bears 
repeating, maybe in a different way. I came from Brooklyn, which is a town of sorts and 
the neighborhood was Ocean Hill/Brownsville. There's a difference between a 
neighborhood and your hometown, so off the top of my head, the biggest priority in my 
mind is that we have to stop thinking about... we have to start differentiating between 
our neighborhood, meaning Cannery Village, Heritage Creek, Wagamon's West Shores, 
any of them and we have to all start thinking about Milton being our hometown. I'm 
very happy to say that I'm here and Milton is my hometown. I barely know the name of 
the community I live in. This is my community. 
Mayor Jones: Myra, I actually want to thank you for standing at the microphone and 
giving me your address as Arch Street, Milton. 
Myra Oates: It wasn't an accident. 
Mayor Jones: Right. For those folks who contacted me, but were unable to be here 
today, there were a number of issues, but I can tell you the common thread in every 
single one of them was a sense of community. A sense of community, as opposed to a 
neighborhood of Wagamon's West Shores, a neighborhood of Shipbuilder's; we all share 
the same zip code and I hope, with your leaders at the helm, we all share the same vision 
which drives only for what is best for Milton. Again, I think if you keep that in the 
focus, you're not going to wrong. 
Myra Oates: When I was a kid, which was a long time ago, my grandfather used to very 
often say “What was good for General Motors, was good for America”. What's good for 
Milton is good for all those little communities, not the reverse, which sometimes is the 
way I think people look at it. If you do something in your own little spot, Milton's going 
to benefit because of the little things you're doing. I don't believe that's the way it works. 
I think what we can do in Milton, we really have to think and then I'm going to sit down 
because I sound like a holy roller; we really have to think about the greater good; not our 
own little corner of the world; but what's good for everybody here and sometimes that's 
going to cost us something; it doesn't do something for us individually; but that's the 
only way, in my opinion, there will be any real good changes going on here. Now I'll 
shut up. 

• Barbara Wagner: I grew up in a little town in Montgomery County, Maryland and I 
recently wrote about it and one of the things that they've had since 1954 is a little 
newsletter, that they call The Bugle and people all over the world, still subscribe to 
Garrett Park Bugle and somehow we have to have a way to unify and our new 
councilwoman talked about publishing a real minutes; somehow minutes that are in 
English, not transcripts, could tell people what's going on. What really happened at these 
different meetings and it could be posted on the web-site to save money? But somehow 
we have to tell people that we're a community and tell them what's happening here. 
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Councilwoman Parker-Selby: I'd like to say one more thing, before we go. It makes me 
feel good to hear that people are thinking how Milton was. Milton was a town, not little 
communities. We all knew each other, even in segregated times; people knew each other 
and cared for each other and to hear you say something like Wagamon's West Shores, 
Cannery Village, it's not good for me, because I don't know people there; when I'm used 
to knowing everybody in the entire town, which as you're saying, we must benefit the 
town by coming together. That's the only way people get things done, by coming 
together, discussing it and making things happen. So I'm hoping that after this meeting 
and the media can take out there, that Milton is on it's way back to becoming Milton, the 
town that was unified and will be unified. We're going to be on the map and we're going 
to be on the world map, as being the best town in the United States of America. 

• Barry Goodinson: Just one point and this is getting back to the planning issue. A lot of 
people have talked about connections and community and we've talked about it in sort 
of metaphorical sense or the human sense; but I think it's also in terms of the physical 
sense. When you look at old Milton, you see streets that connect one to the other; and 
the new parts of Milton are all of these self-contained communities; it's all cul-de-sacs, 
there's one way in and one way out and I feel like we really need, as a community, to 
adopt really good thoughtful design, because design does influence the way people 
behave and interact with one another. So when you have streets that connect to one 
another, you have people that connect to one another, and when you have cul-de-sacs 
and dead ends, people stay in their little communities; so I really would love the town to 
somehow adopt some type of philosophical or design construct, that really guides what 
we do to really make these connections happen. 
Mayor Jones: Mr. Goodinson, what I was thinking here, first of all, that's an excellent 
idea; when you talk about how that relates to inter-connectivity of your community. I'm 
one here, who grew up in Rehoboth Beach. In the 60's, I believe Estelda will tell you 
lived in Milton, Lewes or Rehoboth; you didn't live in The Glade, didn't live in the 
country club, you didn't live here there, you had a community. It didn't matter what 
street you lived on, you were within that jurisdiction of that community. A lot of that's 
been lost to us, simply because instead of being able to buy home lots and then it 
develops and you get a neighbor, this development concept on these large parcels, has 
somewhat separated the community from a pod of development like that and it's not 
advantageous. I wonder if folks who live in Cannery Village, feel as much connected to 
those town services and those folks coming in and out of their community, like the 
police and Code Enforcement. It creates that community to have it's own issues, which 
may be unfortunately apart and separate from the message we are hearing about the 
greater good; but it's also up to the town government to embrace, no matter where you 
live, you are the larger community and that's really what matters. I like that idea about 
that planning idea, particularly in the future, that you take that into consideration that it 
works. We have a community of Wagamon's West Shores that has no sidewalk 
connectivity to the Town of Milton. 
Councilwoman Patterson: Yet they did talk about it with Rails to Trails; I know that sort 
of fell by the wayside, but that would have created a loop, so you could have made the 
loop. 
Barry Goodinson: I think oftentimes we look at the Rails to Trails as a nice thing, if we 
can do it; it's an extra add-on, but I think if we don't take advantage of that, we really 
sacrifice something really important. 
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Councilwoman Patterson: Right and it's a path that's already there. I do live in the 
Cannery Village, but I'm very connected to town. You can see our kids riding their bikes 
and they wanted Chinese the other night and I made them ride up to Food Lion shopping 
center; so we rode all the way up, it took 10 minutes; so we're part of the town and I do 
think that's something that's a great idea. 
Mayor Jones: You make a great point. 

Myra Oates: I just want to add one thing to gently warn everybody. Don't think that the 
people in these so-called developments don't want to be part of Milton. The chief 
complaint I found and I live in Wagamon's West Shores, is why do they treat us this 
way? Why do they act like even though we're here 7 or 8 years, that we aren't part of 
Milton? We came here to find our new home. We want to feel part of the community. 
Now I can't say that all those people did the kind of work they should have done to learn 
more about the community and maybe go to meetings and go to committee meetings and 
see what's going on, but everybody can't do that and they don't know to do it. I think it 
would be a good idea to find someway to reach each one of these so called 
developments and develop a better relationship because we aren't full of people who 
want nothing to do with the people who have been here several generations. I did 
propose that thing about people meeting either in an informal or formal way; kind of 
relating history of Milton, because I thought that might help if we got together and 
listened to your story, Councilwoman Parker-Selby, about your family being here for so 
long and I have a little short history, but I might have something to say that I've been 
here, I love Milton, I'm going to stay here the rest of my life and I want to be part of it. 
Don't think everybody is just in it to be isolated; it's quite the contrary and I know that I 
am not the only example of that; almost everybody in Milton expressed that 

• Richard Miller, Gristmill Drive, Milton: I just want to extend theme of good news, 
because I happen to agree with it and growing up in Philadelphia I knew about 
neighborhoods; so it's one thing to live in a town, but neighborhoods are our sacred 
ground to the people that live there. That's what makes this country, so unique, but 
continuing the good news, in Cannery Village, two years ago we formed a Civic 
Association and it's separate from the Homeowner's Association; it's an effort to extend 
our hospitality as neighbors to the whole community and if you were to look at our by-
laws, it says that we extend it to a social network and the civic network in the 
community. We have a newsletter that goes out to about 300 people from Wagamon's 
West Shores, from Milton, from all the little organizations that comprise this section of 
the county and it expands as far as Millsboro, to folks in Plantation Lakes. So this notion 
of being a transplant and helping the feeling of community to grow is alive and well. But 
people have to know that the communities are made of people and we're just trying to 
spread the word. So there are efforts to continue the good news and the only 
commonality I have is I do live in Milton and most people recognize that; so I think 
we're a lot further along than we might believe. We're doing a good job. Thank you. 
Councilman Collier: Mr. Miller, I'd like to offer you my Town business card. Could I get 
on that mailing list, please? 
Councilwoman Parker-Selby: Yes, I'd like to be on there too. 
Mayor Jones: That's nice. 
Richard Miller: I'll be available after the meeting. 
Councilman Collier: Thank you. 

• Tom Kelly, 102 Summer Walk, Milton: I have a little philosophy I tell everybody when 
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they first move to Milton. There's three things you should do in Milton. Number one you 
get a map of Sussex County; so you don't get trapped on the main highways, you know 
how to get around. Number two, you get the Cape Gazette; it gives you all the 
information that's going around here. And Number Three, join the Historical Society, 
because there's where you're going to make your contacts, or maybe the Garden Club, 
different other associations; Economic Development. You've got to start someplace and 
that's what it is and it's volunteerism. These people that are complaining that nobody 
wants to bother with them, well where are they? Where are they volunteering? What 
organization are they helping? I think once you volunteer, you'll find your niche; there's 
always something in this town. I had one guy, came into the Historical Society and said 
what the hell do you do in this little town. I said, I come from Philadelphia and I have 
more things to do down here than I could ever have dreamed of that I had in 
Philadelphia. There's always something going on. If it's not in this town, it's in the next 
town, so the biggest thing if somebody starts complaining, why don't you volunteer? 
Thank you. 
Mayor Jones: Let me point out to the folks in the room that Mr. Tom Kelly is this year's 
recipient of the Milton Historical Society's Volunteer of the Year, as well. 
Councilwoman Patterson: I just have to add real quick, Cape Gazette's great and also the 
Coast Press; they do cover our meetings. Judy Shandler writes a nice little article every 
week about Milton Talks, so that's something to put on your list. 

James Welu: I just wanted to mention something about inter-connectivity of communities 
and citizens in Milton. It was six years ago this summer, I happened to be at the Milton 
Historical Society and that was the first time I met Tom Kelly. He had just walked from 
Cannery Village with one of his neighbors to the Milton Historical Society; it would 
have been a much easier walk with better sidewalks, but he certainly is inter-connected 
with this Town of Milton and he's been a great friend ever since. I want to add one thing; 
we're talking about Comprehensive Planning and I really think you're on the point here 
of having communities that you could find your way through and inter-connect with the 
rest of the Town; if we build a new sub-division or something. I think it's really 
important that we don't get locked into our little corners, but when I was talking about 
Comprehensive Plan needs to look at Route 16, because there's going to be future 
development out there, I didn't mean to minimize the need for the Comprehensive Plan 
to look at the future of downtown Milton, which I had mentioned earlier, because the 
future of downtown Milton, and I think with an overall Comprehensive Plan we want to 
look at the area from the intersection of Union, Front and Federal Street. We really need 
to look at the long term future of Front Street and in such a way that it blends in with the 
old downtown of Milton; that it's the smaller shops, we don't need a Food Lion down on 
Front Street. We need lots of small shops, places that will attract visitors, arts, crafts, 
whatever; but something in the context of what we have in downtown Milton right now. 
I think our Comprehensive Plan really has to focus on that, as well as 16. Also, if I just 
may add a thank you to all of you for sitting up there and listening to us and to all the 
participants here who I think have a real vision for the future of Milton that this can go a 
long way, I believe. Thank you. 

• Ghopan Milwani, 106 Morgan Way, Milton, Delaware: I moved in here about a year and 
a half ago and I'm so glad to be part of this beautiful town and beautiful people. I 
______ to get together with all the people so they could have a community sense. Right 
now, everybody's right; I moved in a place, Wagamon's West Shores. There's no where 
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I'm committed, but I say I'm part of Milton, how can I be? This is a very good idea of the 
Planning and Zoning to have communities get together, connected. Even my son-in-law 
came in here and he said I want to run. I say where are you going to run? He said, no I 
want to see Milton and he went in the street and I was so afraid for him, there are no 
sidewalks from Wagamon's West Shores coming to the Town, without driving. He ran 
and I was so happy he did. He said, you wouldn't believe there's more nice houses right 
in the back there. I say I've been here 1-1/2 years and I didn't see it. I adore you guys 
when you say that communities should get together and I will volunteer my time. I am 
retired and I am available. Give me something and I can find so many things. My wife 
already found, she volunteers at Beebe. I say, okay, I'm now second and I'm volunteering 
smaller way. The gentleman was right. You come from big town, this is the place where 
you can justify your existence. That's what I think. I thank you all very, very much for 
your time. 

Mayor Jones: Does anybody else have anything they would like to share or bring to 
Council's attention? I want to thank everybody for their comments. Great ideas today. 
Thought provoking and I'm sure that the Council here in front of you will take this 
information under advisement. 
 

6. Next Steps – Mayor Jones 
Mayor Jones: On the agenda you'll see Next Steps. I wasn't prepared for that on the agenda, but 
I will tell you that your Council has met twice in workshops; talking about our own visions and 
our own actions in the future and your committee members certainly have been charged and 
will be busy with their tasks at hand. I would say that our Next Step would be to combine the 
components brought forward by the Council; plus what we have heard here today and the many 
comments that we get outside of this meeting, to find a direction. A community certainly was a 
thread that I heard; Code Enforcement has certainly been a thread; Land Management and 
Development, particularly here today was a strong point; and at this point, I ask anybody on 
Council to just jump in and reiterate what they heard today, so that the public understands the 
direction that we've been tasked in going. Would anybody like to make some comments; aside 
from the participation that we've had all day, does anybody want to say anything? 
Councilwoman Parker-Selby: I think you hit key issues that I picked up as well. 
Councilman Collier: For me, I've commented as we've gone along, so I responded when I felt 
necessary, but thank you for the opportunity again. 
Vice Mayor Booros: I think Councilman Collier is going to be really busy. That's all I can tell 
you. 
Councilwoman Patterson: I just want to thank everybody for spending Saturday afternoon here 
with us and giving us your ideas. Thank you for coming out. 
Mayor Jones: And if we find that this is particularly helpful, as I heard an early speaker say, that 
perhaps this is something that we need to do again, it being an ever evolving event and issues 
which change for all of us as we go down the road, you can bet that your Council is taking their 
task very seriously and we do plan in a very short period of time to be able to show you some 
results. Your Council will get very busy coming into summer, with your budget preparation, as 
we head towards September, but simultaneously these other issues are going to be worked on. 
Please feel free to contact us with questions, concerns, compliments; we are available to the 
public. If I hear no other comments from Council or the public, I would entertain a motion to 
adjourn.
